DRINK PROBLEM ON
THE RIVER CLVDE.

GLASGOW, BSiotland, June 7— A
statement made by Sir John Pellicoe
and quoted in a White Paper now is-
sued, is as follows:

“l am very uneasy about the labor
situation on the Clyde and Tyne. My
destroyer dockings and refits are de-
layed in every case by these labor dif-
ficulties, and they take twice as long
as they need to.” This White Paper
contains numerous reports and satis-
tics in support of the two main pro-
positions put forth by the chancellor
of the exchequer; first, that there
exists a serious loss of time in partic-
ular areas, and second that drink is
very largely responsible. These re-
points. The first is that the best of
the men are away on war service,
hence men have to be taken on who
would not be accepted in ordinary
times, The bad time is confined to
certain branches of the work, notably
rivetters, caulkers, platers, riggers,
and too a much less degree, engine-
ers,

The method of working known as

.the ‘black squad,’ is said to encour-

age excessive drinking. A squad con-
sists of a blacksmith, two rivetters,
one holder-up and two boys. The
wages are paid to the leader of the
squad and usually divided in a public
house, where the custom of treating
is ohserved. If one man fails to turn
up at 6 a. m. the squad cannot pro-
ceed, and so four or five will lose a
morning’'s or possibly a whole day's
work. As riveters are scarce they
know that they are not likely to for-
feit their work through losing time.

SUNDAY WORK.

Reports agree in saying that Sunday
work has not helped to push the waork
forward as those who work on Sunday
work has not helped to push the work
forward, as those who work on Sun-
day, tempted by the double pay, gen-
erally take two week days off instead,

lowing Wednesday. As the wages are
good, it is dcubtful whether the in-
creased price of liquor will be as
strong a deterrent as it is expected
to be. Some means of stimulating
thrift in laying by part of their very
ample wage would be of greater ben-
efit to the men, which might be effec-
ted by the government insurance or-
ganizations. At - present grants and
ponuses only accentuate indifference.
Another helpful thing would be mare
more opportunities for obtaining good
plain foed and hot and cold non-alco-
holic drinks in or near the works. The
general view is that only a small min-
ority of the workers deserve the cen-
sure meted out of them. Of the big
majority most are above reproach
and their actions are worthy of all
praise,

MORE PRISONERS AT INTER-
MENT CAMP, AMHERST.

AMHERST, June 7.~ The Steamer
“Halifax’” of the Plant S.S. Line arriv-
ed in Halifax on Saturday evening,
from Jamaica having on board two
hundred and ninety seven German
Prisoners taken from Kingston, Jam-
aica. Nearly all of the prisoners were
sailors, who had been captured on the
Ka‘ser Wilhelm der Grosse. There
were, however, three civilians who
have heen engaged in the mercantile
business in Kingston. In charge o}
the prisoners were thirty-three guards,
three officers and a medical officer, but
in addition to these regular guards,
there were also a large number of
sailors on board the “Halifax.” The
prisoners were placed on a special
train about ten o’clock Sunday morn-
ing and arrived in Amherst between
three and four in the afternoon. They
were given 4 very hearty reception by
their fellow-prisoners in the intern-
ment camp, who cheered them hearti-
ly a3 they marched from the train to
the quarters and once in the camp
they all joined heartily in singing Ger-
Patriotic Songs. The prisoners
were a very fine type of physical man-
hood. One of the officers in charge,
informed the News that during the
voyage from Jamaica to Halitax, that
they gave the guards no trouble what-
ever. The discipline was of a very
high order and the men were orderly
and well behaved. There are now
nearly eight hundred prisoners in the
interment camp in Amherst and the
guards here of course will be very
materially strengthened.

There were a large number of our
citizens about the interment camp
vesterday afternoon to catch a glim-
pse of the sturdy sailors, whose ship
was put out of action so speedily by
the British Cruiser “Highfiyer.”

GENERAL FRENCH ALLOWED
MAJOR MERSEREAU’S WIFE

MONTREAL, June 7.— Details of
the heroic struggle of Major J. Mer-
N. B, to carry
-out his orders, though terribly wound-
ed, reached his brother, Captain H.C.
