OTTAWA, Sept. 5—(CP)—Prime
Minister Mackenzie King's an-
nouncement that he will re-organ-
1ze the Cabinet before the next
session of Parliament in January
today revived speculation on the

Much of the speculation was a
re-echo of that heard in pariia-
mentary lobbies before the end of
the recent session. Absent from it

The Prime Minister made it
clear at his press conference yes-
terday that he will lead the Gov-
ernment in the coming session and
that he hopes to lead it for several
sesstons.

Britain-U.S.
To Merge
German Zones

BERLIN, Sept. 5—(AP)—A four-
point agreement on a basic struc-
ture for economic merger of the
British and American occupation

zones in Germany, including estab-
lishment of administrative agea-
cles manned by Germans glven
executive powers, was annournced
today by military governments of
both countries.

The step Is expected to reduce
costs to Briain and the United
States, which have been compelled
to import food and other com-
modities into the zones, and to
improve German economic cen-
ditions.

Establishment of a common lv-
ing standard with uniform rations,
pooling of  natlve economic re-
sources and setting up of common
export-import policles are em-
braced in the agreement. There is
no intent to forge political unity
of the two zones.
