SENATOR DAVID
PASSED  AWAY
IN MONTREAL

Was One of Most Pro-
~ minent Figures in
Canadian Public
Life-8at in Upper
Chamber Since
1903. =

MONTREAL, Aug. 25. —Senator
L. O. David died here yesterday.
He was elghty-six years of age,

Hon. Laurent Olivier David be-
came one of the most prominent
figures in Canada during a full and
varied life as a lawyer, journalist,
author, government and civil offi-
cial, member of the Quebec legis-
lature Senator of the Dominion of
Canada. In addition a multitudin-
ous amount of other affairs occu-
pied his attention.

‘Born at Sault-au-Recollet, March
24, 1840, the son of Major Stanis-
las and Elizabeth Tremblay David.
Senator David was educated at the
College of St. Therese and was
called to the bar in 1864. ‘He ent-
iered practice as a partner of the
