Following is an official summary
of the report of the Potato Com
mittes of the Agricultural Con-
ference, recently oonducted be-
tween senior officlals of the Fed-
eral and Provincial Departments
of Agriculturs here:

1. That cover crops such as
winter rye be planted immediate-
ly following early harvested po-
tatoes.

2. That a serles of ridges be
ploughed on the contour across
bare slopes to prevent erosipn and
loss of plant food, .

3. That a study of short. rota-
tions for those primarily interest-
ed in potato growing be made.
4. That longer rotations in which
one year would be given over .o
u heavy cover crop such as rye
or Japanese millet be investigat-

ed.

5. That the value of manure be
glven greater recognition by po-
tato growers, particularly - those

- | growing Cobblers.

6. That cereal and hay. crops be
fertilized according to their needs,
and that we shall.get away from
the practice of fertilizing potaty
ground only. .

7. That home mixing of fertilizer
be encouraged.

8. That tuber unit planting: be
more generally adopted.

9. That potato fields be worked
into the best possible tilth before
planting.

10. That more attention be given

with the
greening, field frost injury,
late blight tuber rot.
11, That growers follow. th
weekly advisory bulletins issued. oy
the local laboratory during the
