Federal election in November? Hardware and
Metal, Toronto, Ont., trade newspaper in its
current issue states: There are many signs
indicating likelihood of a Dominion election in
Canada this fall.

The Govern-
ment has taken action which is a reasonably cer-
tain forerunner of an election. Prime Ministey
NMackenzie King is preparing a western  Can-
ada speaking tour and the tradé aercement is
expected in October. Western conditions follow-
ing the harvest are expected to put the West in

a better frame of mind, and the trade agree-
ment may he capable of some  optimistic  in-
terpretation.

ada is likely to be in the throes of a general elec-

Fvidently the Germans are. suspicious of the
bone  fides of President regarding
Canada. The Danziger Vorposten, Nazi organ
regarded as reflecting the views of the German
Foreign Ministry, asserted Saturday that Presi-
dent Roosevelt's promise to aid Canada if it is
attacked is nothing more than an attempt by the
United States to gain a firm hold in the Dom-
inion, “Even though the President has express-
ed himself in very friendly terms,” the
Vorposten said, “certain circles in London are
not forgetting that the United States has for
years successfully carried out political economic
and financial penetration into Canada. T.ondon
is preoctupied by these efforts, for it realizes
that Roosevelt's declaration is  nothing  more
than proclamation of the same pretensions of
Pan-American domination  which' the United
States has made along other fronts.” The news-
paper said that the Roosevelt speech meant ab-
andoning of American isolation, and regretted
that the Monroe Doctrine “dear to the hearts of
Americans” is not accompanied by its corollary
“Europe for the Europeans.”

News from Berlin that zones
all along the frontiers have been
closed by decree while a steel net-
work of fortification is being rush-
ed to completion is bound to give
rise to disturbing speculations.
For years the sorest grievance of
the Germans was that Germany
was enclosed in an “iron ring”
forged by the allied Powers to
strangle the Reich and keep her
enfeebled. Yet the first thing the
Germans do to show their strength
when they recover their military
freedom is to build an iron ring of
their own. The strait-jacket thev
smashed through was partly imag-
inary; it is now replaced by a real
one, self-constructed. At first
glance it lcoks as if Germany were
tracing visibily along her borders
that insulating. zone which.the
present regime has created by its
political economic and racist pol-
icies.—New York Times,

Is the comeback of the bicycle
a sport revival or an economic
manifestation? It is sport in New
York, where -Robert Moses has
in mind nearly sixty miles of
bicycle paths in the public parks.
But it must be something
more than sport in the whole
country where 1,300,000 bicycles
were sold last year. This is truly
extraordinary. It is a quarter of a
million bicycles more than at the
turn of the century. It is a seven-
fold increase from less than 200,
000 wheels sold in 1932. That low
of six years ago may supply the
clue. The bicycle has come back
primarily as a cheap form of
transportation in hard times.
For messenger and delivery serv-
ice in suburbs and rural districts
a boy on a bicycle is cheaper than
a second-hand low-priced auto-
mobile, In considerable measure
too, it would be the boy on the
bicycle going to school. The new
central schools replacing the little
red schoolhouse are usually reach-
ed by bus, but there must be
enough rugged individualists
among the young generation who
prefer to pedal their own wheel.—
New York Times “Topics”.

The partnership of Great Brit-
ain and France is the friendship
of unlikes. *“That they will ever
understand each other except
through their hearts, is perhaps
too much to hope,” said that great
ambassador, M. Paul Cambon.
But in recent years the security
of the two countries has again be-
come interlinked and identity of
interests has mnever been so
powerful a bond of union as it is
today. “Invasion remains an im-
mient alarm,” wrote the English
historian of France some forty
years ago, and the memorial at
Villers-Bretonneux  which King
George is to unveil to the memory
of the gallant Australians testie
fies that the fear was not unfound-
ed. It was this fear, or menace,
which transformed the Anglo-
French Treaty of 1904 into some=
thing resembling an alliance; and
history has recently repeated 1it-
self in the conversion of a treaty,
which- was originally impartialand
as it were impersonal, into a firm
military alliance of two of the
original five parties to it; for since
the denunciation of Locarno by
Germany two years ago. British
and French armed assistance have
been mutually re-pledged for the
event of an unprovoked aggression
upon either.—The Times London.
In these days of the high cost of
living and general failure to dis-
tinguish' the difference between
meum and teum even a king can-
not afford to overlook any prop-
erty which belongs to him, Con-
sequently King George's fleet of
swift rowboats swarmed up the
Thames in charge of the -royal
swankeeper to mark the royal
swans. The annual ceremony is a
little confusing because the King's
swans are never marked. Theyare
designated as royal property by
being left unmarked. But the
other swans that belong to two of
London'’s liveried companies, the
Vintners and the Dyers, have their
beaks nicked. Needless to say, the
swans don't like this. The Cygnets,
or baby swans, which receive the
nicking, can't help themselves, but
the elder swans resent the indig-
nity.

3
That the majority of Americans
believe the law of this country
should forbid payment of ransom
to a kidnapper— a suggestion
frequently made—is indicated by
the results of a recent poll of the
American  Institute of Public
Opinion. Nevertheless, such a
statute would be quite unenforce-
able and it is not wisdom to put
unenforceable statutes on the
books. If the payment of ransom
could be prevented, kidnapping as
a business would, of course, dis-
appear. That is the logical con-
clusion which has led 66 per cent
of the voters polled to indorse the
proposal. But would the payment
of ransom be prevented? What
American jury would convict a
parent for paying money in the
hope of obtaining the return of a
kidnapped child? What American
prosecutor would waste his time
ringing such a case to trial? —

LIP-READING FOR THE
DEAFENED

Sir,—“Experience” asks where lip
reading is taught, to which the an-
swer is “in all the cities of the con-
tinent, in which there are a suf-
ficient number of hard of hearing
people to make it worth while for
an experienced teacher to take up
her residence.” I say “her,” because
with the exception of a few in New
York I have never kncwn a male
teacher, There are two distinct
classes of deaf or hard of hearng
people that require instruction, viz,
children and aduits,

For children, particularly those
born deaf, the best method is to
send them to one of the lip reading
institutions (boarding  schools)
either in Canada—such as the One
tario Government School in Belle-
ville—or in the United States, where
there are many, some under state
management and others privately
owned. The care of the children in
these schools is usually very satis-
factory, and the interest added to
their lives naturally renders their
existence much more happy than
when living in silence and separa-
tion at home. In this regard I shall
be glad on request to give a list
of the leading schools. .

For adults there is a diversity of
ways in which instruction can
obtained. Some are as follows:

1. Form a llg reading club or a
league for the hardiof hearing. the
difference being that in the latter
not only is lip reading taught, but
social intercourse of a surprisingly
wide variety is obtained. In either
case an instructor is employed, and
naturally the cost is much lower to
the individual where the salary is
divided among a number than when
paid for private lessons and, while
excellent results are obtainable from
the latter, it lacks the rivalry and
the merriment that accompanies
the former under a capable teacher
ministering to a class,

2. If the number of deafened per=-
sons in a community is insufficient
to warrant the formation of a club
or league, then the next best plan
is take up one’s: residence in a
larger city, such as Montreal or
Toronto in Canada or in New York,
Boston, Philadelphia and many
other cities in the United States,
In Canada this instruction is usu-
ally given only at night, but in
many American. cities there are
classes, morning and afternoon and
evening,

Although practically all the man-
aging secretaries of the leagues are
hard of hearing, many of the teach=
ers are free from the handicap,
Most of them take a very thorough
institutional course, in which the
best methods of teaching speech-
reading are learned. I have, how-
ever, known some excellent teach-
ers who have studied the art from
text books,

Self-insiruction is only partially
satisfactory, One sits ih {front of
the morror with a text book in
hand, and studies the movements
of the mouth and facial = expres-
sions, but, having a knowledge in
advance of the word or words to Le
studied limits one's powers of ob-
servation so necessary in conversa-
tion, for it must be remembered
thay there are many series of words
in the pronouncement of wh.ch the
lip movements are identical or
nearly so, bad, bag, ban, bass, bat,
in which cases the reader has to
depend partly upon facial expres-
sion and largely ml)on context. Just,
therefore, as in learning stenog-
raphy dictation is necessary, so
with lip reading one has to coserve
the lips and tace of a person say-
ing unexpecved words, Many devot-
ed mo.hers of d orn  children
have met with splendid success n
making their liitle ones reaa their
thoughts,

league could be formed in Char-
lottetown, but if those who are in-
terested will send me their own
names and addresses also those ot
others who they know to be suffer-
ing from hearing impairment, I
shall be willing to treat the infor-

Of his
own volition, or “at the request of
the Board,” (and there being no
Board here there is not the slight-
est doubt that a memorial from the
City Council, would bring about
effective and drastic action) or up-
on his own initiative authorize an

Modern service requires more per-
fect inspection, milk and cream to
be delivered from refrigerated dairy
delivery motor cars, There should
be twice a day delivery so that the
previous day’s half soured milk may
not finish its process of mortifica-
tion on children’s stomachs, or in
an_undertakers mortuary.

Dividing the City up into_ say
four districts, glvlng the supplying
by public tender. Instead of the
present licence, make the revenue
on a percentage of the 100 gallors
sold, so that an equitable levy

Two criticisms are being made of
the proposal that the full cost of
unemployment relief: should be as-
sumea by the Dominion Govern-
ment, the municipalities thereby re-
lieved of a burden many of them
find it almost impossible to bear.

It is being argued in some quart-
ers that as there is but one body of
taxpayers, main.aining Dominion,
provincial and municipal govern-
ments, the change would have litle
point, because the same taxpayers
would be paying the bills whether
through the national or the civic
treasury, This argument disregards
the fact that municipal revenues
come almost entirely from real pro-
perty—that municipal taxes there-
fore have a much narrower base
than federal taxes. It is quite clear
that this is true. The unmarried
man or woman who owns no real
estate, whose income is in the form

of salary, pays not one cent of
taxes to the municipality except in
the few places where a s 11

tax is imposed. The tenant theoret-
ically pays the taxes in his rent,
but owners point out that there are
holes in the theory—that in the
Years when relief costs were forcing
ocal rates to new high figures the
samtes economic forces were lowering
rents,

The Dominion Government, on
the other hand, collects taxes dir-
ectly or indirectly from every man,
woman “and in the whole
country, It can distribute an item
of cost, the cost of meeting a nat-
ional responsibility, as can no other
taxing body. It can save the ano=
maly of one man paying less than
his share because another pays
more,
