What could be more injurious to recruiting,
asks the Post, than for the government to dem-
cnstrate its unwillingness courageously to face
and act upon the most crucial problem of our
time? \What is more prejudicial to recruiting
than a demonstration that the government itself
does not recognize the gravity of the present sit-
uation,

Above all, what would be more prejudicial to
recruiting than for the public to come to the
opinion that there are facts about the conduct of
the war ‘which the government does mnot want
brought out; that any earnest searchers for the
truth is in danger of being labelled a “saboteur”
or of being summonsed on a charge of prejudic-
ing recruiting.

An Ominous Reply

Replying to a question in the House a few
days ago as to the quantity of dressed beef ship-
ped to the United States the first five months
of 1942 as compared with the same period in
1041, Hon, James A, MacKinnon made this as-
tonishing and ominous reply:

“Mr, Speaker, it seemed to me there was no
reason why this question could not be immediate-
ly answered, but I am advised that the censor-
ship advisory committee has held several meet-
ings recently to consider the question of the pub-
lication of statistical information, and, after con-
sultation with the representatives of the United
Kingdom and the intelligence branches of the
Canadian armed forces, it is deemed inadvisable
straint on the disseminatoin of such information,
tion during the war period.

The words “statistical informatoin” cover any
and every kind of numerical facts; so, if the re-
straint on the dissemination of such information,
reported by Mr. MacKinnon, is to be applied
generally, no figures —financial or otherwise —
respecting the government's activities or ex-
penditures will he given, either to parliament or
to the citizens at large.

To suggest that a knowledge of our exports of
beef to the United States would be of any value
to the enemy is ridiculous —because he would
not have to rely on disclosures in the House of
Commons in order to obtain the information. As
Hon, R. B. Hanson remarked: “What possible
good could result to the enemy from giving the
information sought in this question? This is the
state of mind of bureaucracy , o o oI protest
against it.”

Lambeth and Canterbury

« may scem strange to many that the official
residence of the Archbishop of Canterbury
should be Lambeth Palace, in the very heart of
London. But so it has been for more than seven
hundred years. The P. L. A. Monthly (the
magazine of the 'ort of London Authority) con-
tains some interesting information on the matter.
It was ,\r'ci;hi\fn»]v Hubert Walter who, in 1197,
established his headquarters in the Manor of
Lambeth, which at that time was a favourite spot
on the Ti . In these early days, we read,
lamprey, salmon and other choice fish abounded
in the river, and even in Queen Elizabeth’s time
“hus . wveld swans, barnacles, all manner of
sea-fowls and fen-fowls, teals, cootes, ducks and
all mansiar of deare, red, fallow and roo” were to
be found in the neighbourhood, d

Untit 1574 1 a bridge was huilt at West-
minister, transit across the river, except for old
Tondon Bridge, some distance off, was by means

of ferry or private barge, The ferry which plied
between Lambeth and Westminster operated up
to the year 1862 and its revenue belonged to the
Archbishop of Canterbury. It was while crossing
this ferry in 1688 that King James I1 threw the
Great Seal of England into the Thames, to be
later retrieved by a fisherman.

Lambeth Palace is a very ancient structure, At
one time the waters of the Thames came right
up to the walls of the building. The property
originally belonged to Countess Goda, who gave
it to the Bishop of Rochester. It reverted to the
Crown, but was again given back to the Bishop
of Rochester, who in turn made it over to the
Archbishop of Canterbury, Hubert Walter, be-
fore referred to. Lambeth Palace has not es-
caped bombardment in the Nazi air raids, being
damaged to such an extent, indeed, that it has had
to be temporarily abandoned as a residence by the
Archbishop, Its restoration, at a more conven-
ient time, is, however, assured,

Universities as a whole are sur-
prised and gratified to find them-
selves still active and useful afier
nearly t. years of war. Loss
there is, of more sorts than one.
Of c¢ne sort there is no nced to
speak since it is not reculiar to any
section of the communi'y. I mean
the casualty lis's, not catastrcph'c
as at the Somme or Passchendale,
but  steadlly and  inexorablly
leagthening, Then there are two
other serious losses to the wartime
undergraduate. First is t-e ab-
sence of the younz don, who can
and should bridge the guif betw en
teacher and pupil in the way tha‘
roves the essentiall difference be-
ween schcol and university.
Perhaps the undergraduate cf to-
day does not realize this loss, but
it exists and 1t 1s sericus. S:cond
is the curtai'ment of art, music,
the theatre, and “speakers from
outside,” although it has bcen sa'd
that in recent years Oxfcrd and
Cambridge under-graduates gave
too much tme to such activitiss at
the expense of ther degree courses.
Yet for all the confusicn and gloom
of the werld situation today, the
war may nevertheless result in g v-
ing the university a clearer vision
of the aimg which it must set be-
fore itself, its country and the
world.

WAR SERVICE POSTPONEMENTS

Sir,—Now that the number of men
to be called up under the National
War Services Regulations is to be
greatly expanded I should ke to
take this opportunity of emphasiz-
ing Sec, 10 (1) of the regulations
reading in part as follows: “No ap-
plication for a postponement crder
may be made otherwise than in
writing, by the man called out, to
the Divisional Registrar who issued
the “Notice-Medical Examinration”
and within eight clear days of the
date appearing on such notice.”

The Divisional Registrar 1is re=
quired to furnish a certain quota
of men each month, After making
his list he must ~stimate necessary
replacements from the number o
applications for postponement which
come in pursuant to Sec. 10. Fail-
ure by the man called therefore to
apply for his postponement within
the time required by Sec, 10 will in-
evitably mean a refusal of pustpone-
ment in a number of cases on the
ground simply that the application
was made tco late.

All called who are desirous of
postponement are urged in their
own interest to read carefully their
Notice-Medical Examination and
comply with its provisions, as out-
lined above, without waiting the lat-
er receipt of their report for duty.
