Error In Agenda Causes

Flareup At

EEE——

PARIS, Aug. 12 (CP)
Touchy tempers flared once more
at the peace conference to
when Soviet delegate Andrel Y.
Vishinsky hurled a charge of “in-
sult” at State Secretary Byrnés
of the United States.

The bitter comment grew from
an error in the agenda. When it
was settled the meeting made sub-
tantial progress.

Mr. Vishinsky's remarks were

made during debate on Italy's
declaration to the conference Sat-
urday. The Soviet deputy forei
minister charged that a ruling by
Mr. Byrnes—who took over the
conference chairmanship today —
against a general debate on the
proposed treaty for Italy was “an
infraction of all the rules and an
insult to the Soviet Union.”
The argument was resolved soon
afterward when Mr. Bymes dis-
covered the error in the agenda.
The Russlans had insisted on con-
tinuation of the debate after the
Yugoslav delegate, replying to
Premier Alcide De Gasperi’s Sat-
urday speech for Italy, assailed
Italian claims to disputed Venezia
Giulla and implored the delegates
tc _make no concessions to “the
policy of Itallan imperialism.”
