PEACE POSSIBLE
BETWEEN AUSTAIN-
HUNGARY AND RUSSIA

MILAN, Sept. 18~—The Corriere
Della Sera says that preliminary steps
are being taken toward a possible
arrangement for peace between
Austria-Hungary and Russia. It is
asserted that Emperor Francis Joseph
cherishes the hope that Great Britain
would offer no serious opposition since
apart from the cordial traditional
friendship that has marked Anglo-
Austro relations, there is strong
ground for believing that England
really desires the preservation of
Austria-Hungary.

The motives constraining to set an
initiative are to be found in the re-
markable revulsion of public feeling in
Vienna, where there are grave symp-
toms of hostile revolt, and in other
parts of the Empire, particularly in
Bohemia.

The negotiators, however, state that
France, too, has dlways showed special
regard for Austria. Indeed, Vienna
diplomats would fain discern a token
of Anglo-French benevolence toward
their country in the comparative
inactivity of the Allied fleets in the
Adriatic as though Great Britain and
France, being mainly concerned in
humbling the pride of the Prussian
roundheads, were both loath to deal
Austria a death blow. They opine,
too, that Russia’s principal objective is
likewise Germany, that the smart
whacks inflicted upon Austria are
strictly strategic, so as to insure to
Russia a free hand in crushing the
German hegemony, and that, provided
Austria shows a sincere readiness to
give satisfaction to Servia herself,
Russia will not be unwilling to make
up the quarrel straight away.

KING OF BELGIUM PRAISES
BRAVERY OF BRITISH TROOPS.

LONDON, Sept. 18.—King George
to-day received the following telegram
from the King of the Belgians:

“I desire to comgratulate you most
heartily on the splendid action of the
British troops at the battle of Marne.
In the name of the whole Belgian na-
tion I express to you our deepest ad-
miration for the stubborn courage of
the officers and soldiers of your army.
“God will surely help our armies to
avenge the atrocities committed on
peaceful citizens and against a coun-
try whose only crime has been that
she refused to be false to her engage-
ments."”

King George, on receipt of the tele-
gram, sent the following reply to King
Albert:

“I thank you most sincerely for your
kind telegram and for your apprecia-
tion for the services of my troops. I
earnestly trust that the combined op-
erations of our Allied forces in com-
bination with your brave army, whose
heroic efforts are beyond all praise,
will meet with continued successes,
and will free your much tried country
from the invader.”

OTTAWA, Sept. 17.—The Hon. Mar-
tin Burrell has by order-in-council
been given power under the war
measures act, passed at the emer-
gency session in parliament, to deal
with the question of patents held in
Canada by aliens. No general con-
cellation of these patents is contem-
plated at the present time, and the
provisions of the order are substanti-
ally the same as the rules passed by
the British Board of Trade, under
the Imperial War Measure, which sta-
tes that patents may be suspended
during the war and for stx months
after its conclusion.

Individuals  desiring the right to
manufacture an invention covered by
any such patent must make special
application to the Minister of Agri-
culture, who will grant it only when
he is satisfied that it is in the public
interest that he should do so.

The minister is given absolute pow-
er of discretion as to the terms on
which the aplication is to be made
by alien enemies are for the present
being held in abeyance.

HAND-TO-HAND FiGHT
N SHADON O PARS

Germans Trapped As Their Invasion
Reached High Water Mark

FIERCE BATTLE RESULTED
Kaiser's Forces Lost Heavily When

Forced Back—Rivers Swollen With
the Dead

LONDON, September 16.—A Times
coreespondent, who wires from five
niiles south of Provins, in the depart-
ment of Seine-et-Marne, and tells
how the Germans were checked south-
west of Parig in their advance on the
French capital, says:
““I have traveled

practically along the whole line of
the allied army, though, of course,
always in the rear. General von
Kluck’s host in coming down the
Marne and the Grand Morin rivers
to Sezanne, twenty-five miles south-
west of Epernay, met little opposit-
ion, and I believe little was intend-
ed. The Allies, in fact, led their op-
ponents gtraight into a trap. The
English cavalry led the tired Germ-
ans mile after mile gnd the Germans
believed the Englishmen were running
away. When the tremendous advance
reached Provins the Allies' plan was
accomplished and it got no further.

FIGHTING OF SUNDAY, SEPTEM-
BER 6, WAS FIERCE.

to this point

‘“The fighting on Sunday, Septem-
ber 6, was of a terrible character,
and began to dawn in the region of
La Ferte Gaucher, The Allies’ troops
who were drawn up to receive the
Germans, —understood it would be
their duty to hold on their very best
in order that the attacking force
at Meaux might achieve its task in
security. The battle lasted all night
and until late Monday. The German
artillery fire was very severe, but
not accurate. The French and Eng-
lish fought sternly on and slowly
beat the enemy back.

‘“The attempts of the Germans to
cross the Marne at Meaux entuiled
terrible 1losses. Sixteen attempts
were foiled by the French artillery
fire directed on the river, and in one
trench 600 dead Germans were count-
d

‘“The whole country was strewed!
with the dead and dying. When at
last the Germans retired they greatly
slackened their riffe fire and in one
place retired twelve miles without
firing a single shot.  One orisoner. de-
clared that they were short of am-
munition and had been told to spare|
it ag much as possible.

Monday saw a tremendous encoun-
ter on the Ourcq. 1In one v;llage
which the Germans hurriedly vacated
the French, in a large house, found
a dinner table = beautifully set, with
candles still burning on the table,
where evidently the German stafi had '
been dining.

‘“There was a great deal of hand-

to-hand fighting and bayonet work
on the Ourcq, which resulted in the

Several of the hostile
vessels made after her with all speed,
and the Alsatian led them a dance
out into the open sea, not one of the
enemy's shells reaching her.

Then suddenly Admiral Beatty's
warships rushed up, and manoeuvred
right under the Germans' guns, many
of which by this strategy were ren-
dered useless.
