FOR POULTRY

(Experimental Farms Note)

In an experiment at the Domin-
fon Experimental Farm, Nappan
N. 8. begun in 1026, two pens of
Barred Rock pullets, fifteen in um-
ber, were selected each fall, con-
sisting of full sisters or half-sis-
ters. The pullets were a8 uniform
in size and age as it was possible
for us to select them. The two
pens received the same grain ra-
tion, namely, 200 pounds each of
wheat and corn and 100 pounds of
oats. The mash was the same for
both pens and consisted of 100
pounds each of bran, shorts, corn-
meal, crushed oats, middlings and
25 pounds of charcoal, 5 pounds of
salt and two gallons of cod liver
ofl. Oyster shells argl grit were be-
fore the birds at all times. QGreen-
feed, in the form of mangels, cab-
bage and clover was used. The
birds reccived the animal protein
in hoppers and were allowed to eat
it at liberty.

Pen 1 received fish meal,
pen 2 received beef meal,

Pen 1, fod on fish meal, consum-
ed, on the average, 22.1 pounds of
fish meal at a cost of 85 cents. The
totel quantity of other feeds con-
sumed averaged 1011 pounds and

Report presented by Mus. Regina
Murray at C.W.L. Convention at
Summerside:

Madam National President, Your
Excellency, Reverend Fathers, Ma-
dam President, Officers, Delegates
and Members of the Catholic Wo-
men's League:

At this the annual convention of
the Catholic Women's League of
this Diocese, I have the honor to
present .to you, the report on Edu-
cation and Scholarship for the past
term.

This year, as in the past, presen-
tations of gold coins were made, at
the close of the scholastic year, to
the different city schools, also to
St. Dunstan’s University and Prince
of Wales College. The prizes given
to Rochford and Queen Square
Schools, Notre Dame Academy and
St. Dunstan's University were award
ed by the Charlottefown Sub-div-
ision, to the student standing high-
est in a subject chosen by the fac-
ulty, and were presented by a
member of the Education Commit-
tee. In my report, at our Diocesan
Convention held in Charlottetown in
1933, the suggestion was made that
our Diocesan unit, present a prize to
a student of Prince of Wales Col-
lege, at the Commencement Exer-
cises. This matter received the in-
telligent consideration and approval
of the officers and delegates in ses-
sion;.and a motion was passed to
the effect that a prize of five dol-
lars be given to the girl student
leading First Year, in a subject
chosen by the Faculy and your
Convenor; also a like brize to the
girl leading Second Year, in a like
subject. ITn my interview with the
Principal, Mr. Robertson, and staff,

at this move on the part of the
League to extend our activities in
the educational field. At the closing
exercises, the Principal announced
that the prizes donated by the
Catholic Womens League were won
by Miss Marion Stewart, West
Point, student in First Year, and by
Miss Wanda Dennis, Port Hill, stu-
dent in Second Year. These young
ladies were leaders in language,
English, Latin and French, this be-
ing the subject chosen by the Fac-
ulty. A letter of appreciation was
received by me from Principal Rob-
ertson, which I shall be pleased to
read at our correspondence period.
Many sub-divisions throughout the
Diocese have given prizes to the
schools in their locality, thereby en-
couraging and inspiring pup-
s to their very best efforts,

It will be shown in the reports
read by our delegates, how much
valuable aid has been given to our
parishes by the League, listening to
these is an eduecation itself. In the
Charlottetown Sub-division the BEd-
ucation Committee supervises the
activities of the CatHolle Colleg-
iate Club. This comprises students
from Prince of Wales College, St.
Dunstan’s University, and the Bus-
iness Colleges, and has a mem~
bership of etwhty. The Club proves
a most enjoyable as well as an ed-
ucative centre for our students.
Social evenings are held on Sat-
urdays, while Business and educa-
tional meetings take piace on
Thursday afternoons, the latter
featuring addresses by His Excel-
lency Bishop O'®uiidven, and by
prominent laymen. This is a dis-
tinct privilege which our young
people appreciate, and we feel that
the ewperience and knowledge gain-
ed thereby, will bear fruit, when
they teke their place in the com-
mundty, as educated men and wo-
men.

Waxwings, Whip- poor-wills, Wood-
peckers, and Wrens, and all other
perching birds which feed entirely
or chiefly on insects.

No person shall kill, hunt, capture,
injune, take or molest any migra-
tory game birds during the closed
season: and no person shall sell,
expose for sale, offer for sale, buy,
trade or traffic in any migratory
game bird at any time,

The taking of the nests or eggs of
migratory game, migratory insect-
ivorous and migratory non-game
birds is prohibited.

The killing, hunting, capturing,
taking or molesting of migratory
insectivorous and migratory non-
game birds, their nests or eges Is
prohibited.

The possession of migratory game
birds killed during the open season
is allowed in Prince Edward Island
until January 31 following open
season.

GUNS AND APPLIANCES

The use of automatic( auto-load-
ing), swivel or machine guns, or
battery, or any gun larger than
numebn 10 guage is prohibited, and
the use of any aeroplane, power-
boat, sail-boat, wounded live birds
as decoys, night light, and shooting
from any horse-drawn or motor
vehicle is forbidden.

The shooting of migratory game
birds earlier than one hour before
sunrise or later than one hour after
sunset is prohibited.

The penalty for violation of the
migratory bird laws is a fine of not
more than Three Hundred Dollars
and not less than Ten Dollars, or
imprisonment for a term not ex-
ceeding six months, o both fine
and imprisonment.
