Then came the news to my
husband sawing that our only son was
dead. He had left us—a member of the
Army Medical Corps—~my brilliant son
with' such a splendid future before
him—and only twenty four vears old.

“Our house from which lie had gone
80 bravely was turned into deepest
mourning but one thing held me—the
boy’s own mother—back from wearing
that crape and black for him. I can
tell 'you what it was when my rela-
tives and friends were donning their
black ' clothes something seemed to
keep me from touching these signs of
death. I can't say what it was, = It
wasn’t a dream that told me he was
alive but at night I kept seeing him
lying somewhere in a white bed with
a look on his face as though he were
trying tb call me.”

Gfficial news confirming the death
of  her son upon the' bloody battlefield
of Aisne was brought to Professor and
Mrs. Bulle in' ‘Weimer, condolences
crowded upon the mother who, though
stricken with grief and anxiety, stun-
ned with sorrow and despair, still re-
fused to don mourning.

“For five waeks I resfsted the impor-
tunities of my iriends to believe he
was dead,” she continued.

The let-
ter was from England, He told me he
had been Wounded—shot in the back
while he was carrying a dying soldier
from where he had fallen to a place of
safety. My boy had been shot in t4e
spine.

ness I had been in a comatose state
for four days—and 1 opened my eyes
not on the battlefield but in a hospital
in London. I am well cared for but

The huts are
being built at the rate; of about-60-per
Week, and some weeks almost two
hundred go up, It certainly is a husy
scene around here, The traffic, en the
road  running . through ,Larkhall has
hecome so heavy -that ‘the road has
been all torn up by tractien engines
and motors and the mmud is about a
foot ,deer_ln places. There are severgl
regiments from Kitchener’s Army. and
the Canadlan ¢ontingent working here,
A number of Highlanders are quar-
tered ‘in the huts next to us. They
have (@ug, some nice roads out of the
mud for us, and our own carpenters
have laid a number  of sidewalks
around our lines, so that we do not
havé to wade in the mud up to our
Kneesany more. Our company is
divided into a large number of gangs——
