RATS GIVE THEIR ALL FOR
BEAUTY

CHICAGO—A chemist revealed
here that rabbits, rats and guinea
pigs are being used in cosmetics
laboratories to help make women
more beautiful.

Harry Hilfer, chief chemist of a
large Chicago cosmetics firm, said
some scientists had found that if a
rabbit can wear lipstick, rouge or
powder without endangering his
epidermus, {t's more than likely
that the average woman can paint
her face without fear of breaking
out in a rash,

“In most cases a rabbit's skin Is
more sensitive than that of a wom=
an,” he said, in an interview.

In a speech before the Chicago
section of the American Chemical
Soctety, Hilfer said he regarded
the task of keeping American wom-
anho lovely as an “engineering
job,” as well as a matter of chem-
istry and style.

“We have to build the products
from start to finish, with the ap-
pearance .of the product on store
shelves, as well as on women'’s faces,
as_our chief concern,” he said.
