Most oxsited of all decora-
tions given the srmed forces
for heroism is the Victoria
Cross.

It was established in 1856
by Queen Victoria, on -the
suggestion of the Prince Con-
sort, as a reward for in-
dividuel sess of supreme gal-
lantey by either officers or
men. N

In the royal warrant it was
oedained that “the cross shall
only be awarded to those of-

oers or men who have
served us in the presence of
;’:f enemy, and sl_ulllhave
