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ENFORCING THE PEACE
TREATY

(Naval and Military = Record
London)

H. M. 8. Malaya steamed out

of Portsmouth Harbour on Janu-
ary 15, bound for ~ Germany, and
bearing the Inter-Allied Commis-
sion of Control on itg mission to
see that the naval terms of the
Peace Treaty were being carried
out by' our late enemies. It was
an historic event to see fthe flags
of three admirals floating at the
main—the British flag of Vice-Ad-
miral Sir Edwarq F. B. Charlton,
K. C. M. G.,, C. B, R. N., the
French flag of Contre Admiral
Dumesil, and the Italian flag of
Rear-Admiral Orsini. As the ship
passed the harbour entrance mak-
ing for the open Channel the Vic-
tory fired a salute to the foreign
flags, which was answered by the
saluting battery of the Malaya.
The capital ship was accompan-
fed by the Turquoise, .a British
destroyer, and the Oise, a French
despatch vessel, and these took
up stations astern of the flagship.
After a passage retarded somewhat
by fog the squadron arrived off the
Aussen Jade Light vessel, where a
German pilot was embarked to
take the ships up to Wilhelmshav-
en. Here, for the first time since
1914, the German Naval 'Ensign was
hoisted on a British ship and given
the national galute of 21 guns, the
batteries of the German fortific-
ations booming a dull reply.

On Monday, Januany 19, the Com-
mission landed to inspect the Nav-
al Dockyard and the work of dis-
armament, their departure from
the quarter-deck forming a typical
service spectacle of discipline and
smartness. The inspection com-
pleted and conferences with: the
German delegation ended, the ships
sailed on Wednesday, January 21,
for Heligoland. The island loom-
ed up from the North Sea mists
about 10.30 a. m. and calleq forth
much interest from the officers and
mén. Would that we could have
steamed up to it so comfortably
two years previously.

a holiday from school in honour of
the occasion, and they flocked
around ‘the groups of two and
three officers as they separated to
éxplore the island. Every where
were signs of destruction and dis-
armament—the Germans are evi-
dently carrying out the terms of
the Treaty in this mass- of fortific-
ations.

‘The population look well fed and
well clothed. The day  after the
out-break  of war all were given
but a few hours’ notice to leave
and were deported to camps in
Germany. They were allowed to
take no baggage or .belongings,
ang everything had to be left open
to the armed forces which were
poured in to man the defences
The Frisian section of the people
were very hearty in their welcome
and showed open pleasure at the
presence of the British.

It would  seem
probable that were a plebiscite
taken the island would once more
pass into British hands, judging
from the conversation of the peo-
ple. Climbing up-‘the 186 steps to
the heights above the Unterland,
one wandered round the high cliffs
conscious of a broken power in the
scenes of destruction all round.
The shopg were raided for curios
which were extracrdinarily cheap
on account of the value of tne
mark. A small part of the harhour
seems to-be used by the fishing

The Elbe is remarkable for its low-
lying banks, dotted here and there
with windmill’'s and groups of
trees, resembling: in many ways
the Fen district of England. The
evening’s are memorable for the
remarkable sunsets, rarely seen in
England. The weather during the
stay wag bright and crisp and rath-
er cold, but milg for a German win-
ter. Brunsbuttel is a small town,
owing its existence to the great
locks which form the (Canal en-
trance. Here the reception of
the British officers was much less
hospitable than at Heligoland. The
inhabitants could not resist a con-
tinual stare, and seemed to take
cur presence ag a necessary evil.
The shopkeepers were omly too
eager to dispose of curios, and
needed careful watching to pre-
vent the charge of exorbitant
prices. In one jeweller's shop the
frau of the household had been in
London for 15 years prior to the
war, and expresses a wish to re-
turn there as soon as possible. She
styles the British as “not so bad,”
but our gallant ‘Allies the French
she seems to object to.

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ROYAL TRANSPORT AT
FALKLAND ISLANDS

Much interest attaches to the
steamer Royal Transport, now in
Halifax, from the fact that she
was at the Falkland Islands at the
time of Admiral Sturdee's great
victory.
