KING AS JUDGE

Herr Roda Roda, a well known Vien-
na writer, has been permitted to ac-
company the Austrian army into Ser-
bia and narrates his experiences in
the Austrian Press.

He forsook this girl at a time
when she had most need of his sym-
pathy, and married a Serbian. Sent-
cnce: Removal from the lisf of Ser-
bian officers.” As a Viennese, and
aware of the low state of morality
among Austrian officers, Herr  Roda
Roda cites this case to show that a
matter which and Austrian officer
would regard as quite consistent with
his honor as a soldier is visited In
Serbia with condign punishment.
