WHEAT SENT
TO MALTA

Canade is one of the chief sup-
pliers of wheat to the island of
Malta, the British naval and mili-
tary station in the Mediterranean.
Only about one-fifth of the wheat
requirements is supplied by local
production. While wheat is a staple
food crop of the farming community
of the island, its cultivation is most
unscientific, writes the Canadian
Trade Commissioner.
tariff protection, the acreage of this
crop has been decreasing, and the
British agrioultural expert who
visited the islands of
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Malta and Gozo states that “some
form of subsidy is necessary in
order to maintain the cultivation of
wheat”. The wheat is grown from
poor seed; it is dirty because it is
threshed on the ground, and it is
not suitable for milling in the large
flour mills of Valletta that depend
on imports. Wheat here is sown by
broadcasting. There are two general
kinds grown, a red and a yellow
wheat, the first in red sofl areas and
the other in clay soil.
