launched & number of attacks,
which were repelled. On one sector
six German tanks were destroyed.”

New Large-Scale Attack

The Russians also reported that
the enemy had launched a new
large-scale attack on the western
bank of the Don river south of
Voronezh, using an entire infan-
try division supported by 100
tanks, The Germans lost 2,000 of-
ficers and men in killed and
wounded, it was announced. Vor-
onezh is about 300 miles north-
west of Stalingrad, a_ key defence
sector where the Russians have
launched a number of counter-at-
tacks recently.

Encouraging  reports reached
Moscow about fighting in the deep
Caucasus, the news agency Tass
stating that in the mountainous
region near Mozdok Axis units
were “withdrawing northward.” In
actions in this region Russian
artillery, it was reported, set fire
to 26 tanks.

The midnight ccenmunique, how-
ever, said only that “in the area
of Mozdok our troops, in fierce
battles with the enemy, destroyed
12 German tanks and wiped out
about a battalion of infantry.”

Sixty more German tanks were
disabled in one sector southwest
of Stalingrad and heavy losses in-
flicted on the enemy, the high
command said, This was in addi-
tion to the 40 disabled in the sec-
tor where the Germans advanced.

At Stalingrad, the Russians were
counting heavily on fresh air force,
tank and artillery units which the
Soviet command managed to move
into the fighting zone. These {resh
troops to & degree offset the super-
fority in men and equipment the Ger-
mans had thrown around the Rus-
sian industrial city in a vast semi-
circle to the north, west and south.

Lone Wolves
The fresh Russian combat fliers
were especially successful in inflict-

Many of the Red fliers were turned
loose as individual hunters, roving

€ over the smoking countryside and

striking at the enemy at will where
the bgst, opportunities presented
themselves.

The army newsﬁaper Red Star
reported that in three weeks these
lone wolves of the sky have destroy-
ed 51 German planes and have
caused great confusion among en-
emy tank formations.

Nazis Inch Forward

Russlan resistance increased in
stubborness as the Germans inched
forward. But it was acknowledged
that the Nazls' slow progress to-
ward the Volga had not been halt-
ed and 1t remained to be seen
whether the fresh Russian forces
now in action could overcome the
added pressure being exerted by the
new German reserves doing their
utmost to storm everv approach to
the metropolis.
