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MONASTIR OCCUPIED
~ BY AUSTRO-GERMANS

Bulgarians Ready o March in

‘Ihe

LONDON, Dec. 3.—Occupation of
Monastir by an Austro-German force
at three o'clock yesterday afternoon
is reported by Reuter’s correspondent
at Saloniki.

The correspondent'who says his in-
formation was received in a telegram
from Florina, Greece, adds that the
only flag hoisted when the city was
occupied, was the Austrian. The Bul-
garians’ did not enter Monastir, re-
maining at Kenaldi, South of the city.
1t is reported, however, that they will
march into Monastir to-day.

at 7 o’clock Thursday morning, says a
Reuter despatch from Saloniki, and
it is believed the city has fallen. The
Bulgarians have dropped a few shells
on the railway station at Krivolak en
the allied front.

PARIS, Dec. 3.—Two thousand Bul-
garian rifles were found in a trench
taken Wednesday, by French troops,
according to a Havas despatch from
Saloniki. = The French are strongly
entrenched before Krivolak, 150 yards
from the Bulgarian advanced posts.
The British troops also are well dug
in in their sector.

SPLENDID MEETING
* AT CARDIGAN

Eloquent Addresses by Father Me-
Millan and Reverends
Fulton and G. C. Taylor. Splendid

Musical Progra
sults Expected.

Owing to there being a Red Cross,
supper the turnout at Cardigan was,
hardly as large as expected.

In opeéening the meeting the Rev. Dr
McMillan, priest of the parish, in a
splendid address, said that he had
been speaking on the war to the peo-
ple of the parish at different intervals,
and that having covered the ground so
fully, it was hardly necessary for him
to speak at length again. Every
woman should have a soldier repre-
senting her at the front. The induce-
ments offered were strong and the call
was urgent. There were many young
men there who could do good service
for their country. Conditions were
serious and the call was for every man
to rally to the standard. If they would
aid in reaching a satisfactory result
as members of the British Empire
they must recognise that the country
needed every available man. They
should see that this demand was met,
and as far as possible every man who
was physically fit should offer to serve
the colours. Some of them did not
understand what war was, hence they
did not grasp the needs of the hour.
More men had died at home than were
killed at the front. Science had made',
a great advance. The wars of the Old |
Testament involved greater loss of
life than the wars of ‘modern times.
Dr M¢Millan then spoke of the magni-
ficent response of the young men who
had enlisted. He told of going across
from Summerside to Point du Chene
with a young soldier who was very
seasick owing to the roughness of the
trip. At the worst stage of his sick-
ness he said: “ Lord, let me not die
here; take me to the front where I
can die in tomtort.” He expressed him:
self strongly regarding the need of
every man going who could possibly
g0. He would like to see the battalion
filled as quickly as possible. The re-
sponse of men to the call of the Em-
pire would be the quickest way to win
this war,

Thé Rev. G. C. Taylor in a strong
appeal for recruits, said: “ You have
in you all the qualities of the ideal
man. ‘What you require is the exercisé
of these qualities for attalning to the
highest lgetll. No man dare ignore
this. This was not a sacrifice, but the
accepting of a glorious = opportunity
which had been offered to them.

The Rev. R, . Fulton said that they
looked upon the result of resruiting
in Canada a8 a noble response to the
call of the Bmpire. If conscription,
the German « method, were used in
Canada, the result would mean that
1,730,000 men would be brought to the
colours, if all the men from the ages
of 17 to 65 were recruited, but if the
age limit was made from 18'to 45 as at
present, we would, under conscription,
have 1,600,000 men.

SHELL ORDERS hOW
TOTL S 000

OTTAWA, Dec. 2.—Shell orders re-
ceived from Great Britain now total
the immense sum of $376,000,000. The

of which ‘3,500,000 have been shipped
to. England, and nearly 100,000 em-
ployees are engaged on. the manu-
facture of shells. General Alexander
Bertram, of the Imperial Munitions
Board, gave these facts to-day. He
stated that the steel required for the
industry from now till the end of next
year is eight hundred million pounds,
which will tax the capacity of the
Dominion steel plants to the utmost.
Nearly forty-five million pounds of
copper and brass are used and
102,000,000 pounds of lead. ‘This is
more than Canada can produce of
these metals, and the surplus must be
imported. Fifteen hundred thousand
pounds of tin and ten million pounds
of resin are also required,

SALONIKI, Dec. 3.—A Greek arrived
from Constantinople at Philoppolis
stateg that as yet theére is no direct
communication by rail between Ger-
many and Constantinople. The line
from Nish to Constantinople is all
right, but between Belgrade and Nish
it is so disorganised by the Serbians
in their retreat that a Bulgarian rail-
way official declares it will be five
weeks before trains can run from
Austria to Turkey.

In Bulgaria the intelligent classes
believe t}qxt they have been made a
cat’s paw ‘by Germany in a perilous
adventure, . Much greater help was ex-
pected from the Germans. It had
been hoped that the price of victory
against the Serbs would be limited to
about 10,000 casualties. Bulgarian
rumour places them as high as 100,000.
Rigid martial law prevails throughout
Bulgaria. The government is repress-
ing all news of the war except official
statements. Relatives are not allow-
ed to see the wounded or to receive
news from them.

No one is permitted to leave town
without a permit. It is believed the
peasants will not fight against the
Russians, and if a Russian landing is
made :on the Danube Mohammedan
Bulgarians will be used to combat
them.
