Several weeks ago Mr. Howe
sald the Government was em-
barking om a synthetic rubber
program te help overcoime =
severe shortage occasioned by
ocutting off of previous sources
of supply by spread of the war
to the Pacific.

Tonight the Minister said
that it is probable a total eof
four plants will be required
for the three steps in the manu-
facturing process which is te
be used. A plant which will uti-
lize ol for the principal process
is to be built in southwestern
Ontario.

“Work is already under way
on the preliminary plans and
specifications of certain of the
plants that will be needed,” Mr.
Howe said in a statement. “It is
expected that production will
begin before the end of 1943,
and that when the plants are
working to capacity their out-
put will be about 34,000 long
tons per year.”

The minister said the syn-
thetic production will not re-
lieve the shortage in so far as
the civilian is concerned,

“Every ounce of the synthetio
rubber will be earmarked for
war purposes, yet we will not
have enough for these pur=-
poses,” he said. “This means,
of course, that the civilian will
have to do without rubber of
any kind for all but absolutely
essential needs, and in any
event, will have to get along
with reclaimed rubber wherever
possible.”
