BHRLIN, May 28,—The German
counter proposals to the peace treaty
as made public here today refuse to
surrender theé Kaiser and demands
the immediate admission of Germany
to the League of Nations with a man-
date -over her former colontes,

They further assert that no chang-
eg in German' territorial limits should
be made without plebiscites in the
territories affected.. Such pebiscites
are asked especlally in Upper Sil-
esla, East Prussla, West Prussia,
Memel and Danzig. The Germans
agree that Danzig shall be a free
port, with the River Vistula on which
Danzig is situated internationalized.
It is asked that the Entente withdraw
from occupied territories within four,
months.

The Germans ask the rfght to re
sume overseas trade, to ‘possess a
merchant marine and that Germany
bhe permitted to tax German fortunes
which have been . removed to other
lands. ‘Willingness to reimburse es-
pecially France and Belgium for dam-
ages sustaineq during the war is ex-
pressed. It Is stated that Germany
is  willing to pay twenty Dbillion
marks by 1926 and an annual sum
“thereafter but' that the total they
will pay must not exceed one hun-
dred bRlion marks, approximately
twenty billion dollars.
