“PLL GET A CRAGK AT
EMPEROR BILLIE NOW,"
SAYS BURLY BRITISHER,

Nov. 4.—"“T'll get a
crack at the Emperor Billie now,
sure,” and he tossed a fifty-cent piece
carelessly on the desk in the little of-
fice where they were signing on
men for service in a remount ship.
And a “crack” from that man would
be about as dangerous as a jab from
the bayonet of a Highlander infuriat-
ed by tales of German atrocity and
outrages on women and children. He
was a big, burly and ready for fight,
He was no down-and-out individual—
the fellow who is ready to go to any
place but is of no value anywhere—hut
clean and bright. He carried two big
grips, real KEnglish leather, another
evidencge of his quality.

He never asked what the pay for
the voyage with the horses would be;
that concerned him but little. It was
a chance to fight that he was after.

“When do I go?' he inquired, and
when informed that he would leave on
a certain day, he-added, “I'll be there,
I'll get a crack at Emperor Billie now,
That's all 1 want.”

“You get your passage back on the
same ship,” the agent continued.

“Well, it will have to wait a long
time for me if it brings me back here,”
was his quick answer. “I'll he in
Canada again when the war is over.
Not before then,” and he was gone,

That is the class of men applying
for jobs on the ships which carry Can-
ada’s horses to the Old Country where
they are needed for war purposes.

The agent watched him disappear,
“He will be here all right for the trip;
there is no doubt about it. The man
is longing to get hack to the Old Coun-
try to get in the field. He is like them
all. He will save his money and get
across with ten shillings for the trip,
Then he will leave and get into his
regiment.

“Do you know,” he continued, “that
the men going on the horse ship are
the finest 1 ever hired for any work?
Most of them are from the British
Isles—there’s only an odd Canadian
among the lot-—and they all want to
80 to the war. They come from all
parts of Canada. That man, who just
went out is from British Columbia, I
have had them from all parts of the
prairies. Some of them came down

from the West with horse trains,
others arrived on regular tickets for
they have all got enough money to
pay their way to Englahd. But they
want to save it for they have no idea
what the future will be like.”

“Fight? Well I would not want them
to get after me with a good sharp
bayonet! 1 would make a new record
for running!”

There are on the average, 100 of
these men on every remount ship that |
sails from Canadian or American ports,
One man is allotted to every ten
horses and a foreman for every hun-
dred animals. When they reach the
other side and their engagement with
the animals is over they hit the trail
once more to find their old regiments
or enlist for active service. “It's a
crack at the Kafsér that’s the ambi-
tion of each.”
