He was born in Armagh, Ireland, in
1822 and came to Canada with his father
in 1932, settliag near Toronto.

He acquired wealth in the milling and
was prominently
connected with many railway, telegraph,
and other enter-
prises.

He was Mayor of London, Ont. in 1366
and was appointed to the Senatein
1871

He was a member of various Censer-
vatives ministries for about 20 years,
mostly without portfelin, but was for a
time Minister of Public Works under Sir
John Abbott’s Premiership. He was
probably the richest man in the Senate.
