DOCTORS’ EVIDENCE.

The evidences submitted during the
afternoon sitting was tkat of McDon-
ald, Misg: Mclnnis and Mrs. McInnis,
This was substantially the same as
that given at the inquest.
When the court resumed at 7.30,
Dr. W. J. P. McMillan was called
and sworn, He testified ag follows:—
I was notified by the Attorney Gen-
eral yesterday afternoon to proceed
to Lakeville and perform an autopsy
on the body of Gallian J. MecInnis.
After hearing the evidence of the
three witnesses read and viewing the
body I decided that an autopsy was
necessary. This I performed between
5 and: 9 jo’clock this forenoon. I wag
assisted by Dr. A, A, McDonald,
Souris. We found the body lying at
length in bed, with considerable blood
oozing from nose and mouth. The
shirt of the deceased was buttoned in
front, except the top button which
was missing. There was & tear about
three inches long, two or three inches
below the collar, a smaller tear over
the left shoulder, a third tear over
fwaist. The brain was removed and
opened. The ventricles were found to
contain a lot of free fluid.' There was
nothing abnormal about the thorax,
abdomen or the lungs but the smaller
bronchials of both lungs were much
congested. The heart appeared flabby,
larger and paler than .usual. The
heart’s arteries were in a highly ad-
yanced state of disease being ex-
tremely hard and ‘fibrous and ine one
Dlace almost obliterated. The interior
of stomach presented many 8 of
congestion although the mucous mem-
brane ‘appeared intact.. . The liver,
spleen and  kidneys.. were- normal.

—CASE SETTLED.— Through the
eflorts of Premier Mathieson and Hon
A. E. Arsenault the department of
Militia and Defence, the department
has decided to make a grant to cover
the defendant’s cost and also the
amount of the verdict in the case oi
Mrs. Webster vs. six members of the
Summerside Rifie Association. The
following are some of the moves in
this important case. The plaintiff
claimed to have been injured from a
rifle bullet fired from the Rifle Range
on August 31, 1910. On May 19th,
1811, a writ was issued against the
defendants for $1500 damages and
the case was tried in Georgetown in
July, 19811 the trial lasting four days
when the jury brought in a verdict
{or plaintiff of $950 and costs. From
this decision the defendants appealed
to the full bench and at the same
time applied for a non-suit on several
grounds. The argument on the ap-
peal and these applications were
heard in Charlottetown in January,
1912, when judgment was reserved,
and in the following May the unani-
mous decision allowing a non-suit on
the grounds that the defendants were
members of an organized Rifle Assoc-
iation under the statues of Canada,
and were. entitled to notice. before ac-
tion which in this case, was not
given, The defendants, notwithstand-
ing this decision, were under consid-
erable expense and as they claimed in
one of their pleas,in which no decision
was-given in the judgment, they wete
not liable by statute being an organ-
ized Rifle Association. They therefore
made application to the departthent
for ‘a vote to' cover their ' jexpenses
which/ has been granted as, well as
$960 the amount of the verdict at the
trial to reimburse the plaintiff for
her infury. The application by = the
plaintiff for thefr costs was not
granted.
