It
has to do with the gaseous horrors
to be expected in future warfare,
and was calculatingly delivered to |
squelch any latent spark of 'war |
enthusiasmpg which may be existent
today.

dier-physician-parliamentarian, now
representing Kingston City in the
House of Commons, a man highly
regarded  for his likable personal-
ity and also for his record with the
Canadian Medical Corps in wartime,
raised the warning voice. His cap-
abilities to do so are unquestioned,
for he is qualified on every score to
analyze and interpret chemical war
fare possibilities for the layman.

General Ross was urging contin-
ued development of aviation in
Canada, He cited the immense in-
crease in aviation strength of for-
eign powers and the greatly enhanc-
ed efficiency, and cruising and
carrying power of their modern
aeroplanecs. ‘Then he reviewed the
development of gas. warfare in the
late conflict—from chlorine to
phosgene—fifteen times stronger
than chlorine—and then “mustard
gas,” And he proceeded:

“In addition to those two gases
three has heen produced, for use in
war, chloropicrin, It is now ready
for use, and if I could do only one
thing, make people shudder at the
horrors of the next war so that they
will do all they can to help prevent
future wars, it will be time well
spent. Another gas, diphenylchlor-
arsine—three drops will kill—caus-
es oedema of the lungs, dropsy of
the lungs, oedema of the spleen,
necrotic changes in the vascular
walls, particularly in the aorta. It
also produces changes in the blood,
and the hoemoglobin becomes meth-
acmoglobin, It is a gas against
which our masks would be no pro-
tection whatever. The gas will pen-
etrate the mask and cause its re-
moval, making available the use of
a more deadly gas, with which it
may be mixed. One part of this gas
combined with ten million parts of
air will put & man out of action in
oneminutes. In 1013 this gas was
used on a herd of goats and it kill-+
ed all but four, which were in such
agony that they smashed their
skulls against a fence. This gas
can be used in five-pound generators,
six hundred forming & load for a
commercial aeroplane. One thous-
and of these generators can gas an
aren of sixty kilometres. Two planes
could carry forty tons, sufficient to
destroy the population of London.

‘““The next is cacodyl isocylanide.
One breath of this gas is absolute-
ly fatal to human beings,

“There js anether gas, called die-
thyl telluride, which will penetrate
the skin without injuring it. This gas
is one hundred times greater in its
effects than strychnine,

“Then there is a bomb, the electric
incendiary bomb, which, dropped
from an aeroplane will set free a
substance known as thermite, It
develops a heat up to three thous-
and degrees, which will pierce
through iron, steel and earth to gas
mains, which would be set
on fire, adding to destruction, Two
pounds of this gas in bombs would
be sufficient to destroy the whole
City of Ottawa. Water has no effect
on this substance except to inten-
sify its action.” "

TEACHERS’ SALARIES

Sir,—The school teachers of this
Province are fortunate in having, to
protect their interests, an adminis-
tration of such worth as the Stewart
Government,

In the discussion on the estimates
a few days ago, amendments were
moved by the Opposition with the
object of lowering the salaries of
the Government officials. In the
suggested reduction was to be in-
cluded the salarles ¢f all school
teachers; five percent on ZxTaries up
to $500, and fifteen percent on those
over $500.- Now, just why our ad-
vocates of financial reform should
place the school teachers in the list
for salary reduction is difficult for
any member of the teaching profes-
sion or any intelligent observer to
ascertain. The men who advocate
this cut must surely be acquainted
with the system by which the teach-
ers of this Province are paid. Their
salary comes from two sources. One
part is paid from the Provincial
Treasury; the other is raised by the
taxpayers of the school districts.
The latter part is an item which
must have completely escaped the
attention of the members in Opposi-
tion, Everyone must be aware of the
fact that in nearly every school dis-
trict the supplement paid to the
teacher has been reduced anywhere
from twenty-five to fifty percent.
Conditions have not so far improved
since the annual meetings of one
year ago, as to warrant any increase
in supplementary allowances for the
coming school year. On the con-
trary, a further drastic cut may be
forthcoming. Yet in view of these
facts our friends would subject most
of us to an additional reduction of
fifteen percent of our salaries, and
all of us to the reaction which such
a move would be sure to have on the
taxpayers of the various school dis-
tricts.

A few years ago, when the teach-
ers of this Province had gone on
strike for a raise in salary, these gen-
tlemen, who then occupied a differ-
ent side of the House, brought about
a settlement. The terms of agree=~
ment brought forward on that oc-
casion did not savor much of the
suggestions lately offered by a party
which has always professed to have
had at heart the interests of the
teaching profession.

TREATING RINGWORM OF
FEET—ATHLETE'S FOOT

case§ of ringworm of the feet—ath-
lete's foot—is hard to understand
now that there has heen found so
many different methods of prevent-
ing and curing it. Various oint-
ments containing salicylic or ben-
zoic acid, or both; have been found
effective in curing the condition.

As mentioned before Dr. W. L.
Gould recommends the use of foot-
baths of 10 to 15 per cent sodium
thiosulphate. He has been successful
in clearing up an epidemic in a
boys' school, by this method alone,
in about a month. By making it
necessary for the boys to walk
through these baths on their way to
and from the swimming pool 4 cure
was obtained in every case and the
epidemic stamped out,

I have spoken before about the
various methods of preventing the
feet perspiring too freshly and giv-
ing off a disagreeable odor. These
methods were the use of cork soles
or blotting paper soaked in\a bor-
acic acid solution—a teaspoonful to
the pint of water,—the use of gly-
cerine, and powders such as boracic
acid, sodium salicytate, and potas-
sium permanganate.

One method as used by Dr. Al-
thoff of Berlin recommended the use
of formaldehyde in these cases, The
feet should  be thoroughly washed
with warm water and soap, rinsed
and dried. Then the soles and skin
between the toes are painted with
equal parts of 35 per cent formalde-
hyde (commercial) and distilled
water., The solution should dry be-
fore the foot is covered. This treat-
ment should be repeated three days
in succession. The sweating and
odor disappear and the effect lasts
from four to six weeks.

Dr. Yandell Henderson, of Yale,
observed that when shoes are left
from eight to sixty hours in.a closed

maldehyde the vapor sterilizes all
the yeast like organisms. Leather
absorbs considerable amounts of
formaldehyde vapor, when it gives
off again for many hours after-
wards. When shoes are treated thus
and are worn during the day there
is a distinct lessening or complete
disappearance of infection of the
skin. Also the feet are protected
against being reinfected by the
shoes.

The thought then is that if the
various ointments or other methods
of treating athlete's foot seem to be
giving poor results, disinfecting the
shoes by the use of formaldehyde
vapor may be all that is needed to
affect a cure and prevent reinfec-

tion,
