WANT  RIGHTS
WAINTAINED

Quebec States Stand
On Insurance
Scheme.

(By The Canadian Rress)

MONTREAL, Jan, 10— Premier
saurice Duplessis made public to-
night a letter to Prime Minister
Mackenzie King stressing that the
“rights and autonomy of the pro-
vinces” should be maintained in
the Federal Government's propos-
ed plan of national urniemployment
insurance.

The Duplessis letler, in answer
to Mr. King's proposal that the
provinces allow amendment of the
British North America Act to
permit setting up of the insurance
scheme by the Federal Govern-
ment, states: |

“The Government of the Prov-
Ince of Quebec considers that the
best elements of stability and cer-
tainty are within the British
North America Act and that it is
much saler to preserve the stabii-
Ity of the constitution.”

His administration, Premier Du-
plessis adds, is “willing to co-
operate heartily in the_ establish-
ment of a sound and fair system
of unemployment insurance, which
could be established on a national
scope, without infringing  on the
rights and autonomy of the prov-

BUDAPEST, Jan. 10—~Austria and
Hungary today stiffened their op-
position to an Itallan suggestion
they join the Rome-Berlin-Tokyo
Anti-Communist Pact,

Foreign ministers of three coun-
tries met privately in a conference
that expected to study the clash of
Fascist and Democratic influences
in the Danubian Valley. Observers
believed the meeting might deter-
mine the balance of power in
southeastern Europe.

On the Anti-Communism Pact as
well as several other points, Italy
found the two smaller powers re-
luctant to follow Premier Mussolini's
leadership.

HITS DEMOCRACIES?

Hungarians said unofficially that
part of their objection to joining
the Italian-German-Japanese ac-
cord lay in a suspicion it was d'rect-
ed not merely at Communism but
also—If indirectly—at democratic
institutions.

Chancellor Kurt Von Schuschnigg
of Austria, who accompanied For-
eign Minister Guido Schmidt to the
meeting, sa:d “neither Austria nor
Hungary have anything to fear
from Communism.”

The meeting of Schmidt, Count
Ciano, the Itallan Foreign Minister,
and Koloman Van Kanya, the Hun-
garian Foreign Minister, nomin-
ally was one of the periodic ses-
sions arranged for by the Rome
economic protocols.

On Federal Disal-

lowance Power.

OTTAWA, Jan. 10 —(CP)—Six
judges of the supreme court took
under consideration today the
power of the dcminion to disallow
provincial legi:lation and the pow-
er of lieutenant-governors to re-
serve assent for signification of
the Governor-General’s pleasure,

At the end of a full day in court,
Chief Justice Sir Lyman Duff
signified the judges would reserve
decision on the constitutional ref-
erence which arose from Alberta
protests over use of the powers of
disallowance and reservation dur-
ing the past six montha.

The court wi'l continue tomor-
TOW by considering the constitu-
tionality of three Alberta bills to
which Lleutenant-Governcr John
Bowen rescrved assent in Septem-«
Wer bub there was no indication
tonight ‘which would be considered
first, they deal with bank tax-
ation, control of crgit institutions
and newspaper regulation,

Disallowance has been exercised
more than a 100 times since the
British North American act was
pacsed... in -1867--and - the- “present,
Canadian system of government
came into operation. The last time
provincial leglslation was votoed, a-
part from Alberta statutes in Aug-
ust was in 1924,

The court reference came as a
clinax to constitutional differ-
ences between Alberta and the
Dominlon Government extending
back over 1937, In August the
King Government disallowed three
Alberta statutes, the most import-
ant being an act to control banks.

The history and development of
{ the Experimental Farm system was
| the subject of an interesting ad-
dress at Rotary yesterday by Mv. B,
Frank Tinney, Assistant Superin.
tendent of the Experimental Farm
i at Charlottetown. j

After reviewing early history Mr,

Tinney went on to explain the

present system which . is organised

under the following divisions:
1. Animal Husbandry having to do
with demonstrational experimental
| and research work in the breeding,
feeding, housing and management
of farm animals and in the hand-
}!ng of live stock products on the
arm.

2 Bacteriology dealing with m
lems of milk sanitation, soll fe
ity, and food spoilage,

3. Bees — conduct ng investiga-
tions into all phases of prectiosl
bee-keeping,

4. Botany — studying cereal, frwit,
and other plant diseases and ocoms
ducting Dominion-wide surveys of
plants, weeds, etc., and has all to do
with the inspection and centifica~ -
tion of seed potatoes.

3. Cereals — whose primary funo-
tion is to produce, for the f
variet'es of commonly grown
by a process of breeding and seleos
tion. The most important problem
at the moment is the developmend
of a variety of hard, red spring
wheat resistant to stem rust,

6. Chemistry—attempting to solwe
the chemical problems of Canadian
agriculture, This Division makes
chemical examination of food
ducts, insect'des, fungicides, f
ers, and well waters, as [ ]
makes studies in cereal chemistwy,
animal nutrition and

7. Economic Fibre Plants
on extensive field a‘r‘\g mill tests
the production of re-crops.

8. Forage Plants concerned chiefe
ly with the development, introduce
tion and testing of new and imw
proved varieties of forage planta,

12. Tobacco concerned with invess
t'gational and research work o
connection with the development of
the Canadian tobacco industry.

13, Illustration Stations chiefly
concerned with problems relating ta
crop and live stock production and
the development and maintenance
of suitable home surroundings and
adi%uate buildings on the farm
stead.
