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Hay Price Prospects

Premier Jones’ suggestion that our farmers
take the opportunity of making arrangements
immediately for the pressing of their hay is an
excellent one, and should commend itself  to
every farsighted producer. The great need for
pressed hay last spring—and the lack of equip-
ment for doing the job adequately—will be re-
called by all who foilowed the discussions in
the Legislature last session.

There is, however, danger in accepting over-
optimistic accounts of price prospects, based on
tn anticipated ceiling of $23.00 a ton. Hay, even!
when pressed, is a bulky commodity and a
costly eme to ship. It costs dealers from $3.00
to $4.00 to assemble a ton of hay from the far-
mer's barn to steamers loading here, with $22.00
per ton steamer freight to Newfoundland, and
with an additional $4.00 ver ton freight if ship-
ped by steamer from Ilalifax. If shipped  to
Ontario points, the rail freight would be in
the vicinity of $8.00 a ton. These expens
must be bhorne in mind in considering market
prospects cven under forced ceiling prices, which
have not vet materialized.  Our farmers  will
recall what happencd to the turnip market last
vear, and wi'l be chary of holding their hay
and missing shipping opportunities that may

No Soft Peace Possible

Mr. Joseph Driscoll, New York Herald-

sion, prepared for distribution “to Nazi-minded’
members of the Officers’ Corps in the upper
ranks of German Army groups, corps and down'
to divisions.” It points out that the German Of-
ficers' Corps promoted Germany to be the world
power in 1914-18, and reconstructed Gcrmany,
for the “second attempt to lead the world.” As
the failure of this attempt is foreseen, prepara-
tions are to he made for “a new later fight.” Ac-
cordingly, the Officers' Corps is instructed to
conserve itself and let the junior officers make
the sacrifices necessary to maintain the morale
of the troops. |

Nancy, old capital of Lorraine, is
remembered well by Frst World
War Veterans. Its easy capture
the other day was pleasing news,
heralding the restoration to France
of the “los” provinces of which
she was twice robbed by the Ger-
mans. Nancy, as a typical French
provincial city in the war theatre
of 25 years ago, has its anc'ent
area of crooked, narrow streets
and its newer distric's resembling
our own modern towns. Compar-
ed with Marseille but an infant,
Nancy began life in the Thirteenth
Century as a castle of the Dukes
of Lorraine. Charles the Bold
of Burgundy was killed at its
ates. Stanislaus I, King of Po-
fund for two short periods and by
a swap characteristic of the time
appointed Duke of Lorraine, made
the city splendid. He founded
and gave his name to an academy.
He devoted himself to sc'ence and
philanthropy. After his death his
w-itings were published as those
of a “Beneficient Philosopher.”
Hut the genius, the famous man of
Nancy, may be sald to be liv'ing
yet. Jacques Callot was born
there. His house is s'ill shown,
His “Miseries of War” might seem
contemporary now, were it not that
the moderns have so far outstrip-
ped their predecessors in cruelty
