Prices were
maintained roughly $9 per cwt, (Toronto
basis) up to the end of October, when the fir-t
Dacon ient expired, Under the new
Agreement, announced on Novemiber 14th, Bris
tain is expected to take the entire exportable sur-
plus of Cenadian Wiltshire sides (estimated at
425 million Ibs. in the year ended October 31st
next as compared with actual exports of 321 mil-
lion Ibs. last vea®) at a price apparently equival-
ont to around $8 per ewt. for live hogs.  This re-
duction in price may discourage hog production
in certain areas, particularly where much of the
feed is bought, rather than grown. Indeed, breed=
ings have already declined in-the Maritimes and
Quebee but where  grain abundant, as n
sdberta, substantial increases continue, Great
Britain also provided a larger market for chee:e
at a fixed price of 14¢ per Ib. (Montreal bgsis),
and during the “chieese season” — May to Octob-
er—the price relationship between cheese and
butter was such as to stimulate output.  In fact,
cheese production was 14% greater last scason
than in 1939. An agreement with Britain for the
new season provides for a slightly higher price
(14.4c) and for a further substantial increase in
shipments.

Meanwhile, the price ratio between cheese and
butter was radically aliered by a sharp rise in the
price of the latter. Butter consumption was in=
creasing and, as stocks declined more rapidly than
usual, fears of a shortage arose; the price ad-
vatced to a speculative peak of nearly 38¢ per Ib.
in the latter part of December as compared with
quotations of about 25¢ in the ‘c.'xrly Fall. At
th's juncture the Wartime Prices and Trade
Board set a maximum price of about 35¢ a 1b. and
the market price has since fallen snlq(’\\'l}:«l below
this level, A number of farm organizations pro-
tested that such a maximum offered them ro
§~alection against a weak market during the sca-
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announced. The new regulation virtually legal-
izes an “unwritten law” that has superseded one
of the university’s oldest rules for many years.

Lincoln memorial Tower in Lon-
has been so damaged by Nazi
bombs that it is In danger of col-
lapse. Of all the American presi-
dents, two stand clear and bright
in the high lights of history's long
perspective as opponents of tyran-
ny, Washington and Lincoln, The
present courageous incumbent of
the White House has yet to be
measured against the yardstick of
the years, but he gives evidence of
achieving for himself the eminence
ot these historic fgiures, Washing-
ton fought aga.nst -the tyranny of
a stupid  absentee landlordism;
Lincoin fought the equally short-
sighted stand of the secession lead=
ers. Both achieved their purpose.
The intimate relationship be=
tween the mind of Lincoln and the
basic faiths of the English people
was always apparent, but has been
generally adnutted only in  com-
paratively recent years, The St.
Gauden's statue of Lincoln near
Westminster Abbey and this tower
in South London are evidence of
this. But some of the words of
Lincoln are still more compelling
evidence, The Bible, Shakespeare
and Burns were almost his only
reading for a great part of his life.
and it was out of this incompar=-
able background that he conceiv-
ed his Gettysburg speech, Lis most
famous utterance. In that address
we find that memorable string of
thoughts—“That this nation, under
God, shall have a new birth of
freedom, and that government of
the people, by the people, for t.he‘
peogie. shall not perish from the
earth,” i
It is as appropriate as anything .
that has happened in this war
that a monument honoring the
man whose sombre, inquiring mind
assembled these magnificent lines
should be torn by Nazi bombs. The
250-foot stone tower is scarred by
Prussian iron almost at the mo-
ment when Nazi editors in Berlin |
turn their venom on Mr. Roose-
velt. There is a strange coincidence
of material and rhetorical assault
in these events. But Lincoln rests
secure in the forum of democracy
and Roosevelt'’s voice kindles the
flames of courage. Lincoln’s Tower
shall be rebuilt and Roosevelt’s
dream shall become reality, and
when the arduous roads of war
have been travelled men will be
closer to their destined goal of
brotherhood.
