BRITISH ARMS INQUIRY
'WILL SUPPLY NEEDED
DATA, SAYS SEN. NYE

Looks to U. S. and British Investigations to Expose
Once and For All Intrigue and Machinations
of Armament Manufacturers,

“The Hd is off! But we cannot

hope to accomplish much more
than the average pink tea party
unless England does something
too.”

_ Four months ago, Gerald P. Nye,

diminutive but powerful senator
from No:th Dakota, uttered these
words to this writer in Toronto, in
the course of a confidential survey
of tbe accomplishments, afier three
weeks’ sittings, of the United States
senatorial committee’s investigation

he originated and over which he

presided.

“We can go far,” he sail at that

time, “in un-overing ihe ramifica-
tions of the powerful armament trusts
and their close but doubtful, a'li-
ance with our government agencies.
But we can hardly hope to imple-

ment many worthwhile changes in
the situation uvntil Gneat Britain

becomes equally ‘munitions-con-
sclous’ and undertakes to set her
house in order as well.”

Two months later Senator Nye's
committee had completpd the sec-

ond phase of its investigation into
the arms traffic, and had revealed
some astounding evidence of 'graft,
corruption and connivance between
munitions manufacturess and gov-
ernment officials.

At that time I asked Mr. Nye

in Washington, whether he was sat=
isfied with the progress of his com-
mittee, and what concrete achieve-
ments he hoped to secure.
