THE BANKS AND THE PEOPLE.

Our Capadian banking system is
deservedly held in high esteem at howme
and abroad. It meets the commercial
needs of the country, and gives as good
security to depositors and note holders
as can be found anywhere in the world.
Few banks fail'but if we suppose suchan
improbable contingency to occur again
anywhere in Canada,every maniwho held
a note of the suspended or broken
institution would be paid in full. It
would be an extremely rare case if deposi-
tors were not also paid in full. The share-
holders might suffer, as the law iwposes
upon them a liability equal to double the
smount of their shares.

Canada is deservedly proud of her great
vanking institutions and the able and re-
liable men who manage them, and the
zeneral confidence of the people in the
nanks is steady and high, This confid-
ence is based upon experience and
apon ‘he safeguards which the
system affords, together with the charae-
ter of the men who are in control. But
two recent occurrences have shown that
while the general standard of character
is high, there have been some exceptions
n the case of men who have proved them

elves untrustworthy.

We refer to the caseof a bank in Yar-
oouth,and the more recent case of the
Intario Bank. In the former case a
Senator of Canada was convicted of mak
ing false returns, and not only forfeited
his position at the head of the bank, bul
his 'seat in the Senate ns well. In the
Jntario Bank case the manager admits

{aexcusable wrong-doing and both he and
he president are held under charge of
tulsifying the returns made to the Govern
aent. Iiis the old story of men, appai-
satly honest under ordinary conditions but
trund wanting in time of great tempta-
ion or under extraordinary pressure.

Such cases nre rare and exceptional, bu!
t 1ey point out the necessity of closer and
aore careful official inspection than has
\itherto prevailed. Should such occur-
‘ences as those in Yarmouth and Toronto
)e repeated, public confildence would be
wveakened, We bave no fears of an early
ecurrence. There are doubtless greate:
dangers to the public in other financisl
[ wstitutions than in banks, because in th:
rust and loan companies the same safe-
suards do not exist, noris so high a stand-
wd of character and ability enforeed. At
he same time it is most regrettavle that
ia these prosperous times when the pro
its of legitimate banking have been larg®,
the speculations of prominent bank offi-
sials have caused so much trouble anc
loss,
