Mr. Roosevelt said that if he hap-
pened. to take a dislike to a British
diplomat in Washington he would
ask Prime Minister Churchill to re=-
call him.

Gen Stilwell had done supremely
well in his job and the President
was personally very fond of him,
but it was human nature for one
person to take a dislike to another.

In turn, the Associated Press was
informed under circumstances lea-
ving no doubt as to the report’s ec-
curacy, a last-minute softening in
the American attitude resulted in
in an agreement for the withdraw-
al of Gen. Stilwell as supreme com-
mander in the C. B. I. theatre as
a face-saving and pacifying ges-
ture demanded by the Chinese
President.

Many “Leaks”

So large are officlal “leaks” in
Chungking and other Chinese pol-
itical and military circles that the
1major portions of the story of this
i strange shake-up in the war ag-
| ainst Japan were known  within
"hours after the events occurred. As
related to the Associated  Press
Gen. Hurley and Mr. Nelson ex-
plained to Gen. Chiang that there
was much disappointment over
the failure of the central govern=-
ment to come to an agreement
with the Communists in the north
so that both they and the Central
government troops now blockad-
ing them could be brought against
the Japanese in China.

BREEDING TURKEYS AND
THEIR MANAGEMENT

(Experlmental Farm News)

The selection of breeding turkeys
{s important in successful turkey
management. Part of
breeding females may be tried and
proved as breeders, but generally
the majority of them will be young
females selected in the autumn
from the growing birds, says A.
G. Taylor, Poultry Division, Cent-
ral Experimental farm, Ottawe.

The older breeders have been
carefully seleeted as hreeders the
previous season with the object of
getting them through the moult
before the cold weather. Tt is
important that egg laying be
brought to a stop as soon as the
hatehing season is toncluded. The
proper way to slow up production
with such females is to put them
on pasture, r:duce the feed oY
removing all mashes and give them
a small rat‘on of oats once daily.

The male that
walks with a free body movement
and carries a moderately high
breast carriage is the best and the
one at the head of the pen should
not be related to the females,
