LATE CAPT. JOHN NICHOLSON.

At the advanced age of four score
years and nearly three, another well
known and much -respected citizen,
Captain John Nicholson, has gone to
his reward. His was a familiar figure
on the streets for long years; he was
one of the very few land marks of this
county. The late Captain Nicholson
was a native of Orwell, and at the
early age of sixteen years he went to
sea, which calling he followéd for
almost half-a-century. Those were the
days of the sailing ships, or, as they
were called, the clipper ships, whose
sails whitened every ocean. He sail-
ed in ships owned by such well known
ship builders and owners as James
Duncan, the Hyndmans, Richard
Heartz and the Peakes, his voyages
being chiefly to the Old Country and
to the United States.. While still in
youth, by his alertness, ability and
intrepidity, young Nicholson rapidly
forged to the front as a seaman and
navigator, and while still in his early
manhood gained his master's certifi-
cate. In the many years as sailor,
mate and master, he circled the world
four times and entered the principal
seaports of almost all civilised and
sayage countries. His experience as a
mariner would equal the thrilling tales
and romance of the sea. He passed
through many dangers and more than
once faced shipwreck and what ap-
peared to be certain death. The late
Captain Nicholson was a man of
vigorous health, powerful physique
and splendid constitution. Coupled
with his ability as a navigator were
his fearlessness and indomitable deter-
mination. Hence it is not to' be won-
dered at that he won success and an
enviable reputation as a master mari-
ner,+ Twenty-five years ago he rétired
from the sea and became proprietor
of the City Hotel, which he had con-
ducted up to the time of his death.
He was appointed caretaker of the
Marine Pier, the duties of which posi-
tion he faithfully discharged until the
end. He married Euphemia Ross, of
Gibraltar, who, with one son, Mr John
Nicholson of this city, survives, and
will ever cherish the memory of him
who. has gone. - The late Captain
Nicholson was a member of the Pres-
byterian Church, a man of praise-
worthy habits, who did his duty as he
saw it, to both his Creator and his
fellowmen. He was eminently res ect-
ed by all who knew him, and althoug!
of 'late he had lived in compnranve
retirement through famnf health,
many will regret to learn of his pass-
ing.
