Government Acts
To Consolidate
Position in Air

OTTAWA, Dec. 1 —(CP)—Civil
aviation came to the forefront
during 1943 as one of Canada's
prime post-war considerations.
There are indications of a con-
centrated effort to gain for Can-
ada the place in post-war avia-
tion that she has gained, through
the R. C. A, F. and the British
Commonwealth Air Training Plan,
in wartime flying.

On the credit side the Domin-
fon can point to her strategic geo-
