CHICAGO, Ill, Dec, 11.—A wave
of drastic economy swept the ranks
of major league baseball today, |

Cornered by a sharp decline ia
attendance at their parks, the elub ;
owners of the two major cireuits
voted to economize by trimming
the player limit from 25 to 23 jand
by substantially reducing gemeral
operating expenses, notably by eut-
ting players salaries,

No definite amount was set by
the action to cut players salariess
but the general opinion was that
the matter would be left to the dis~
cretion of each club owner. Ten
per cent was the estimated wage
slash and g share of that was ac-
complished by the reduction in ‘th(
player limit, which will save each
club approximately $10,000 annual-
y.

Both major leagues will be forc-
ed to adhere strictly to their re-
spective schedules in 1932. The club
owners voted that synthetic double-
headers, whereby games are mlv-
ed up to make attractive double-
headers, violate the schedule rul-
es. Henceforth, no club or clubs
can arrange such synthetic double
headers without the consent of thy
Presidents of both leagues.

The 1932 major league season wil,
open on April 12 and close Sep-
tember 25 with another scheduls
of 154 games. The schedule, adopt-
ed at today's meeting, will be th¢
shortest in mjor league history
This year, the season closed Sep-
tember 27,
