HENDAYE, France, July 29—
The Spanish Government “people’s

Danish Girl Swims
Across Baltic Sea

(A.P, By Guardian's Special Wir )

WARNEMUENDE, Gern , July
29--Afler nearly two full days
fighting wav and currents, a
year old Danish girl completed a
swim across the Baltic Sea today.
She and her backers believed she
was the first ever to do it.

The girl, Jenny Kammersgaard,
swam from Geodser, southern tip of
the Danish island of Falster, to
Niegenheaen, near Warnemuende,
in 40 hours, two minutes.

The straignht-line distance is 28
miles, but currents often took the
girl far off her course and she had
to swim about 37 miles. She also

ADJOURNS IN
GREAT BRITAIN

Scheduled To Recon-
vene In November
—Strenuous Session
Reviewed.

LONDON, July 29—(CP Cable)—
Parliament adjourned today after
a strenuous session, with a pos-
sibility it may reassemble before
the appointed date of Nov. 1 if
conditions warrant ratification of
the Anglo-Italian treaty.

Only a corporal’s guardof mem- |
bers attended as the House flew |
from subject to subject, including
some sharp exchanges between
the government and the op-
position over the bomping of
British ships in Spanish waters.

Oliver Stanley, President of the
Board of Trade, announced that
the complex negotiations leading |

toward the Anglo-American trade
treaty were being expedited “to
obtain a treaty fair to both part-
~ies resulting in the expansion of

trade between the two nations |
and may be the first step to-
wards the —expansion of trade

elsewhere in the world as well.”
Foreign affairs dominated the
session just closed, the Commons
having 25 debates and the Lords
10 on international matters. It is
estimated the government answer-
ed 5000 questions on a multitude
of subjects in. this category.
Among the important events of
the session were the Anglo-Ital-
jan treaty, signed April 16 but
unratified pending a “settlement”
of the question of intervention in
the Spanish war; and the Anglo-
German Treaty with regara - to
Austrian debts, which included an
undertaking to negotiate for bet-
ter \rade relations between the
two countries.

The Anglo-Eire Treaty was an-
other feature of the session which
pointed the way toward improved
inter-governmental relations.

In the domestic field, legislat-
jon was enacted relating to the
coal and film industries, civil
aviation, air roid precautions, and
holidays with pay. .
The budget reised the income
tax to five shillings six pence .in
the pound (27 1-2. per the
highest in many years. The Gove
ernment authorized the purchase
of supplies of wheat, sugir. and
whale oil. wartime raw materials,
All through the fabric. of the
sessional program was the govern-
ment's vast rearmament program.

MANILA, July 30— (Saturday) — The 26-fon HMawaii
Clipper, with 15 persons aboard, was ominously mi=sing
today in the typhoon cradle of the Pacific.

United States military and naval forces quickly
launched a search by air and sea, hoping the Transpacifie
flying boat had alighted safely on the water, but they lis-
tened fruitlessly for her radio.

They pinned their immediate hopes on the army trans-
port-Meigs which was only 87 miles away when the Clipper

was 565 miles east of Manila.
