‘Nazi Atrocities

LONDON, Nov. 20 — (A P) —
Hundreds of Polish teen aged
girls, recruited ostensibly for Ior-
ced labor in Germany, have been
sent by the Nazis into  German
soldiers’ brotnels, the Interallied
Information Ccaumittee said today.

“We need Polish women for our
factories,” the Germans sald
when they seized the most attrac-
tive girls in many Polish towns.

Six months later hundreds of
these girls, now mental and phy-
sical wrecks, siraggled back home.
pregnant and diseased, having
outlived their usefulness in Nazi
military brothels, the¢ committee
charged in a 20 page bocklet,
“Women Under Axis Rule”,

declared, and it fllustrates the
“coldly methocical policy of Ger-
an emthorities.”
