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SUGGESTS CLOSING OF NURSE
SCHOOLS

NEW -YORK, Oct. 11—(By The
Canadian Press)—Following study
extending over eight years of the
problems of proper education and
adequate employment for nurses, a
committee of the American Nurses
Assoclation has r ded state
registration of all graduate nurses
as a means of restricting that fleld
of medical attention to properly
qualified persons.

‘The report urges that “many so-

called schools of nursing” be closed.
It finds that often the nursing
school is subondinated to the inter-
ests of the hospital with which it
is associated:and to which it owes
its existence. At all times, and
particularly in periods of depres-
sion, it is pointed out, the hospil-
tal must divert the bulk of its funds
to the adequate care of patients
and not to the education of young
women for a profession,
“Today there is one trained nurse
for every 416 people in the United
States,” it is stated. “This means
that when the entire population is
included, country people and city
people, black and white, poor, mid-
dle class, and rich alike, there is
one trained nuwse for every 100 fa-
milles. The situation is complica-
ted by the addition of thousands of
untrained nurses. X

“When these untrained nurses
are included there is one nurse for
every 273 persons. Obviously, this
curtails the amount of ‘potential
employment.”

The survey reveals that in half
of the states of the Union there are
less than 300 persons to each train-
ed nurse.

A better grade of nursing would
be assured patients if graduate
