Preparations
Underway For
Big Fox Show

(Canadian Press)

Fox ranchers throughout Prnce
Edward Island were busy yesterday
preparing their herds for .he “sil-
ver fox world’s greatest event’—
the P, E. I. annual fox exhibition
which opens -at Charlottetown Oct.
31, closing Nov. 4, The 1938 exhi-
bition gives promise of being bet-
ter than ever with officials expec.-
ing more than 600 entries,

According to Lieut.-Colonel D. A.
MacKinnon, Charlottetown, of Mac-
Kinnon and McLure, operators of
the largest fox ranch in P. E, I,
the main object of the exhibi ion
is to educate the rancher in the
style trend into which the industry
may swing from: year to year and
to give him an opportunily to ob-
Serve the results obtained by other
ranchers in the breeding of the Is-
land’s finest strains.

Judge of the show will be George
Callbeck, Summerside, P. E. I,
well-known foxman who officiated
at the Sussex, N. B. exhibition this
week. Four of the foremost authori-
ties on fox farming in North Am-
erica will attend the exhibition for
the purpose of making observations
on the trend of the industry here
as compared with the nited
States, They are Frank G. Ash-
brook, in charge of fur resources
for the United States government,
Charles E. Kellogg of the U. S. Bur-
eau of Biological Survey, Dr: John
I Hardy of the U. 8. Bureau of
Animal Industry, and-Dr. Walter
Wisnicky of the University of Wis-
consin, .

Officials of the exhibition stress
the fact that their show offers 25
challenge cups and trophies, mary
of them “magnificent specimens of
the silversmith’s art, valued at $1,-
700 and cash prizes totalling up-
wards of $2,000.”

There are classifications for
darks up to 256 per cent, dark me-
diums, light mediums, pale silvers
and- extra pale silvers. These are
sub-divided into adults, yearlings,
and pups, males and females, class-
‘es for herds, sire and three of his
get, dam and two of her progeny,
best matched pair, male or female,
adults ‘and pups, nine champion-
ships and a grand championship
for the best fox in the show. A sil-
ver trophy is awarded to the exhib-
itor totalling the greatest number
of points,

A feature this year will be the
sale of live faxes to be held a the
termination of the show. Officials
said that more than 100 animals
of the best strain swould be put up
for auction, enabling ranchers to
secure fine stock for breeding pur-
poses at a reasonable price.

Here's how the exhibi ion start-
ed: For several years prior to 1929
there had been a_ movement among
P, E. I fox ranchers to have a P,
E. I fox show as there was none
nearer than the Royal Winter Fair
at Toronto at the time This show
was available to a limited number
of breeders only  because of the
great expense involved in exhibit-
ing there,

Major A. S. Robertson of Mer-
maid and J. Walter Jones of Bun-
bury, together wi‘h other interest-
ed parties tock the matter in hand
n ‘he spring of 1929, The govern-
ment was waited on and it was
agreed to provide a number of
crates.

The Provincial Exhibition Associ-
ation offered their buildingh and
grounds free of charge. As the re-
sult of hard work of a strong coma
mittee, everything was re| for
the big show which was staged the
latter part of October and the first
week of November in 1929. It was
a success although the facilities for
judging were not very suitable and
ss)_ectators caught only a fleeting
glimpse of the judging table.

The next year a building, known
as the Paton Pavillon, speclally
adapted for judging was built. It
had accommodation for several
hundred spectators, a pro?er jude-
ing table, and a neutral light dif-
fused over it from large skylights
directly above., Plans of the build-
ing have been copied 'in several
countries since as a basis for their
jugI%lng rooms,

‘he new building and the aura
of success engendered from the pre=
vious year brought a record num-
ber of entrles—over 600. Visitors
came in great numbers from other
?rovinces with many attendin,
rom the United States and severa
Britain, Russla and

apan,
In 1931, distemper, the dread dis-
ease of the fox world was ram-
pant, so the exhibition
celled. But in 1932 the
resumed and the number of entries
reached the total of 712—a world's
record figure.
