Strong sald that the Coun-
cil as mentioned in the Divorce
f 1835 was appointed
by the Governor provisionally and
later. confirmed by the Home Gov-
ernment, It was responsible to the
Governor and through him to the
Home Government.

“T" s Council of 1838 had not
only executive but legislative fune-
tions,” he said. “There were two
separate Councils, but composed of
the same persons; and two repar-
ate journals and minutes were
kept. This is entirely different
from the Council of today.

‘““The Governor in 1836 :zat in
the Council and took a leading
part, the same -as the President of
the United States does with his
Cabinet. The Chief Jystice was a
member of the Council and was
usually appointed President of
Council, Nowadays the Executive
Council performs administrative
dutiess only, not legislative.

“The Divorce Court Act »f 1838
implied that no one but a member
of the ‘Council was ' qualified to
form part of the Court.

“The present Chief Justice is
without that qualification, as we
all know,

“So there is no Council or other
body corresponding with the Exe-
cutive Council of 1835, and there-
fore it is impossible to estabhs},}
the Oourt authorized by the Act.

Mr. Strong recalled tha t when the
resolution for a divorce court was
introduced at the last session, he
had moveqa that the Speaker take
the chair, ‘and the Minister of Ag-
riculture (Mr, Stewart) had sec-
onded the motion.
