OTTAWA, Sept. 3 —(CP) —Can-
ada’s Atlantic army command, un-
der Maj.-Gen. W.H. P. Elkins, will
be augmented by concentration of
the entire 3rd division in the Mari-
time Provinces, according to plans
now being rushed to completion at

Defence Minister Ralston has an-
nounced the intention to have the
division, fully equipped and up to
strength, enter a training camp in
the Maritimes by Oct. 15.

Whether it will be possible to
keep the division together in one
‘amp has not been revealed since
the department has not disclosed
the camp site.

It is known, however, that an
artillery range has been acquired
al Tracadie, in northern New Bruns-
wick, and it is assumed that the
division will be distributed among
several camps in Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick, with some possib-
ly going to Prince Edward Island.

Addition of a fully equipped di-
vision to the troops already under
command of Maj.-Gen. Elkins will
be an important factor in the de-
fence preparations of the  east
coast, inciuding the Maritime Pro-
vinces, Newfoundland and Labra-
dor, and parts of Eastern Quebec

Most of the 3rd division senior of-
ficers have already ‘ been named,
several of them returning from ser-
vice overseas with promotion to
higher rank. But the officer com-
manding has not yet been an-
nounced.

It is presumed that despatch of
the 3rd division overseas will de-
pend upon the course of the battle
of Britain but officials seemed to
feel the division will be in  the
Maritimes for some time,

The 3rd Division is constituted of
the following units; Six field bat-
teries, four anti-tank batteries, three
companies of Royal Canadian En-

gineers, one signals section, three

While the would-be ass-
assins broke through the

palace guard and fired seven
shots at a lighted window
in Carol’'s palace, other
groups of Iron Guardists at-
tacked the Bucharest radio
station and the American-
owned telephone company's
central office.

Similar coups were at-
tempted at Brasov and Con-
stanza but were quickly
crushed.

One Tron Guardist and one pal-
ace guard were reported shot in
the assassin’s attempt to storm
the palace here, but neither was
wounded fatally.

Many shots were fired in the
palace grounds before the attack-
ers were overcome and hustled
away by soldiers in the car in
which they had arrived at the
palace.

Several men entered the tele-
phone exchange and wrecked some
of the switchhoards with hatchets
Most local lines were put out of
order. The radio station went off

All were arrested.

Surprise Attack

REYhJavik, Iceland, sept. §—
(CP)—Constant readiness for im-
mediate action is the policy fol-
lowed by Canadian and British
troops guarding Iceland. They are
carrying out tneir duties on the
basis that a Nazl attack 'on this
Canadian outpost s likely from
any direction at any moment.

Constant readiness has become
day-to-day routine. It requires a
thorougn knowledge of the coun-
try which combines within 40,000
s‘ﬁre miles almost every sort of
feature and physical geography
found in the world and a remark-
able variety of weather.

During a reconnaissance jour-
ney of almost 200 miles with the
Brigadier commanding the Cana-
dian forces and a Captain from
Saint John, N. B, this correspon-
dent found evidence of thought-

ful planning to thwart possibie
enemy moves.
Military secrecy forbids iden-

tifying the ground covered but it
was rugged country.

Objective of the journey was to
study defence points where the
enemy might attempt a swift
break-through, Findings were con-
sidered highly satisfactory from the
military point of view.
