Silver Fox Farming -

TOPICS

The fur market still seems to be
marking time in the United States
and it may be a month or more be-
fore the trend really changes. Of
course the hot weather does not
make for enthusiasm in the pur-
chase of a commodity like furs, but
when the cooler weather arrives
there will no doubt be a noticeable
difference in sales. The whole sit-
uation shows what a dangerous
thing it is to check any industry
even temporarily, There is no doubt
the American authorities could have
proceeded with their price ceiling
in a manner that would not have
caused the present impasse,

The past few days we have been
collecting opinions as to what the
future trend is likely to be for sil-
ver fox furs, and in that category
we class the new types. W, Chester
S. McLure has been corresponding
with a number of fur men in the
United States and Canada and ex-
pects to have a fairly complete pic=
ture of things within a few weeks
at least, possibly sooner. He be-
lieves that fox furs are not due
for any great slump because quan-
titles will be smaller from production
at least, and there is such a flow
of money in South America due to
purchases by Uncle Sam that that
country and Mexico will be big cus-
tomers for Canadian fox furs,

True, most of the buying there
has been done by Americans, hut
they are representatives of South
American firms, They have been
well pleased, said Mr. McLure, with
purchases made in Canada, because
Canadian furs have a quality not
exceeded by any others, not even
those from Norway, which were
very popular in South America,
particularly the Argentine, pre-war,
We must see said he, that this
trade is carefully cultivated because
it is a most valuable one for now
and the future,

Due to war conditions ‘the catch
of wild furs this season will be
small, Never in the history of Amer-
ica have so many been employed at
high wages and thousands = have
done without furs for many years,
Many other articles of appeal are
now off the market and people wlil
continue to buy furs, Taking a prac-
tical view of the situation we be-
lieve that as employment, industry
and trade continue to increase, the
fur business is bound to benefit by
the momentum.

We do not believe that the re-
cently imposed additional Federal
Excise tax will be a serious depress-
ing factor, It does not apply on
furs that are exported and these
account for about 70 per cent of
our annual preduction, Consumers
will be obliged to pay more exactly
as they would if market prices ad-
vanced and market advances have
always been welcomed by produc-

ers, Now, however, the latter will g

derive no bhenefit, The additional
taxes imposed on ranch raised furs
will be a contribution to the war
effort (if anything is left after Gov-
ernment administration expenses),
made pessible by those engaged in
the fur ranching industry and whose
efforts seem to receive little apprecia
tion when for taxation purposes their
product is placed on the same basis
as wild caught furs. It will impose
added burdens on marketing houses
whose responsibility it is to see
that producers interests are pro-
tected and maximum returns real-
ized for them, Successful ranchers
will continue to maintain their herds
by the best known methods. Those
who do not will disappear from the
industry.”

9991 inferiors and low g.ades, many
being of the darker types.

Auction houss reports showed de-
clines in all classifications, We
found that in the select and ordin-
ary full silver sections which are
generally sold to United States the
declines were as repo:ted owing to
the absence of active American buy-
ing, but in the other classifications
lower average prices resulted froen
a lower average quality in the of-
ferings. Of the total, 59 per cent in
value (auction sales reports are
based on dollars realized regardless
of quality)—possibly 65 per cent in
the number of pelts offered were
sold. Included in this sale were
over 5000 pelts offered by this
Company. Most of our better and
medium grade silvery and full sil-
ver types were bought back but
reasonable clearances were made in
all other grades, Some 1200 of our
offerings had been bought back
by us on previous auctions and
about 80 per cent of these sold af
an actual price improvement of 3
per cent over highest bids at earl-
ier auctions. With the exception of
strictly American types, our rec-
ords show April values were reas-
onably well maintained, ’

As a result of the uncertainty in
the American trade—reflected to
some extent in the Canadian trade,
to which may also be coupled ad-
ditional excise taves on furs re-
cently impesed in Canada, we learn
that our more pessimistic ranchers
and their misinformed advisers fear
that the silver fox industry is un-
doubtedly doomed this time. Tn any
such depressed state of mind we
refuse to concur. In our experience
we have seen the ndustry surve»
decidedly more unfavorable per'ods
and t) recover without such a fav-
orable opportunity to do so
presently exists,
