Prince of Wales College will open
on Tuesday, September 6th, on
which day at 2.00 pm., all students
of the Third and Fourth Year
classes will be enrolled and classes
formed.

those from Charlottetown at 1000
am. and those from the country
at 2.00 pm. .

Students’ fees will be payable at
the College on the day of registra-
tion., In the case of Third and
Fourth Year students, fees may be
pald half-yvearly. For the First and
econd Year students the fees for
the ordinary courses are $5.00 for
country students and $106) for
students from Charlottetown, with
an additional dollar of caution
money for the male students. For
Commerce - students the fees are
$20.00 for those from the country
and $3500 for those from Char-
lottetown. For Third Year the fees
are $50.00 and $75.00, and for the
Fourth Year $100.00 and $15000
respectively for country and Char-
lottetown students.

Advise Re Licenses

Students wishing to obtain a
teacher's license are advised that
the minimum standard for the
same in the other provinces of
Canada requires at least two, and
generally three years of study af-
ter passing Grade X. The Board
of Education in this province, how-
ever, will leave it possible thisyear
for those students who are eight-
een years of age, and who can
make 65 per cent in the examina-
tions of the First Year course to
obtain their license with but on®
vear's attendance at the Prince of
Wales Collegze. To do this,
ever, only fhose candidates who
have made at least 65 per cent at
this present examination, can be
expected to be successful, and con-
sequently yvoung and immature stu-
dents making a low pass mark in
this examination should hesitate to
come at this stage to Prince of
Wales College, but if desirous of a
teacher's license should remain an-
other vear at school, and obtain a
better educational ground work be«
fore incurring the great expense of
the course at College,

Eirouncl bone and bonemeal are
necessary constituents of the diet
of foix pups. After the limbs have
formed the calcification of the|
bones makes a severe drain on the
caleium content of the blood. If
there is notlsumﬂen_t, m'lound bone ;
or bonemeal to maintain a nor-
mal calcium level in the blood it
would inevitablv cause severe con-
vulsions whicli might lead to fatal
results, One-quarter of an_ .ounce
of ground bone or one-eighth of dn
ounce of dried bonemeal should be
fed at each meal to growing fox

pups,
Dried brewer's yeast Is another
important constituent on account

of its vitamin B content, whiah ‘is
commonly called the anti-neuritic
factor, because if the rations are
deficient in this particular vitamin
it will lead to paralysis and e lack
of function of the nervous system,
At least one-eighth of an ounce of
dried brewer's yeast should be fed
at each meal. It is very necessary
that this should be fed regularly
as the animal system is not able to
store vitamin B,

In a large number of the cases
we examined the foxes were in a
very severe aenemic condition, and
in those cases there was practical
an entire absence of salt and green
vegetables in the rations. Both
these are vital constituents in the

diet of g pups. The salt re-
quirements of a growing pup is in
the neighbourhood of 1-20 of an

ounce, that is to sav one ounce
should.be fed daily for 20 pups.
Also 1-2 an ounce of ground green
vegetables should be fed at each
meal, not only to supplement the
rations with the necessary growth
factors, but to lead to a proper di-
gestion of the food. Recent re-
search work shows that there is a
growth factor in the juice of green
vegetables that is not prewnt In
other classes of food, so that in
order to produce a proper growth
some form of green .vegem.hles is
a necessity, The Dominicn Experi-
mental Fox .Rranch recommends
the following finely ground green
vegetables, young grass, young clo-
ver, green alfalfa, young turnip
tops, beet tops, swisschard, and
watercress, if cbtainable. P

A severe catarrhal condition in
the stomach and intestines and
bloating were altogether too com-
mon due to the lack of roughage
in the rations, To counteract bloat-
ing and a catarrhal condition and
to insure a normal digestion of the
food and a healthy condition of
the stomach and intestines, it is
necessary that 1-4 of an ounce of
bran or alfalfa meal and 1-2 an
ounce of ground green grass, or
some other green vegetables, with
an equivalent amount of roughage,
should be included in the rations.

Numerous cases of food poison-
ing have been examined; in all of
these cases there have been gross
irregularities in the manner in
which the meat has been stored.
To avoid the aceumulation. of pois-
onous intermediate decomposition |
products in meat and fish 1t is ab- |
solutely necessary to keep them un-
der conditions where they are well
ventilated, Ventilation is the mos
important factor in the siorage o;
any class of fresh or frozen meat
and fish, and it is just as import-
ant that frozen meat should be
well ventilated as fresh.meat. But
in the ranches where food poison-
ing occurred the meat was kept
covered with sacks, or kept in aire
tight containers with the idea of
keeping the meat frozen, under
which  conditions inevitably the|
meat would bacome poisonons. The |
evidence that we have obtained in |
our 0‘(pm‘iml\mal work shows that
while it may be necessary to kc#
the meat in'a cool place it is more
important, that it should be
ventilated.
