The War News

There is reassuring news in the report from
the British Middle Last Command that ll}c
Axis front has been completely shattered in
eastern Libya, and that the armored forces of
the Germans with their surviving Italian assoc-
iates are in full retreat. Reassuring too 18 t}lc
news of continued Russian  successes on tie
Moscow front, with Hitler’'s invasion armies ot
the run. But let us not indulge in_too mu_ch
optimism. The Japanese are SEI“ strllilpg with
fanatical intensity at ITong Kong, Singapore
and the Dhilippines. The Axis timetable else-
where has been upset, but we know from past
experience that the enemy forces work.m close
co-ordination, and strike with devastating sud-
deness. Plans may be even now under way for
a drive through Turkey into the Near East, for
extension of the war to Spain and Portugal and
the opening of the Vichy-French ports to Nazi
naval operations on the Atlantic, or even for an-
other desperate effort to crush Britain by in-
vasion. Hitler must regain the offensive some-
where at all costs. e will stop at nothing to
achieve that purpose. Hence the attitude of grim
alertness in Dritain, where Parliament has voted
to cut its Christmas recess in half and has re-
ceived assurance from the Government that 1t
would be recalled immediately in case of impor-
tant developments,

Mr. Henry Smith

Few of our citizens enjoyed a wider circle of
triends and acquaintances of all ages, classes
and creeds, than did the late Mr. Henry Smith.
Few were more appreciative of the value of
friendship, or more worthy of inspiring it. His
unfailing kindness and courtesy were proverbial.
e seemed incapable of refusing any appeal to
his good nature, as every reporter can testify
who ever approached him for news in connec-
tion with his duties as Clerk of the County
Court. No matter how busy Mr. Smith was, or
how inconvenient the occasion, he had always a
smile and a kind word for the newsmen.

The many offices of trust and responsibility
which he held during the course of a long life
were discharged with characteristic competency,
diligence and courtesy. e took a keen interest
in the moral welfare of the community, as weil
as in its civic and religious history. A gifted
writer, he contributed many valuable articles to
the press in connection with early days in Char-
Iottetown. Though retired from active affairs
for some years, he retained, until his recent ill-
ness, remarkable phvsical and mental vigor. One
is reminded, by his passing, of these lines of the
poet Robert Blair:

“Sure the last end

Of the good man is peace! How calm his exitl....

Behold him! in the evening tide of life,

A life well spent, whose early care it was

His riper years should not upbraid his green;

By unperceived degrees he wears away,;
Yet, like the sun, seems larger at his setting.”

Sir Clifford Sifton Quoted

Let those who occupy positions of trust, says
the Globe and Mail, read what a great Canadian
leader and patriot said during the dark days of
the Great War. Ilis words are to be found
in a book called “Clifford Sifton in Relation to
His Times,” by Dr. John W. Dafoe, the edi-
or of the Winnipeg I'ree Press. The volume,
curiously enough, is dedicated to Hon. Thomus
A. Crerar, one of the Cabinet Ministers who
clings to outmoded. methods of prosecuting a
war, Here is what Sir Clifford Sifton wrote to
Hon. Hewitt Bostock, Leader of the Liberals in
the Senate, in July, 1917:

“We have to face facts, not theories,  The
issue is simple. Either (1) We put our whole
strength into the war; or (2) we abandon our
men at the front and dishonor our solemn ob-
ligation.

“I will go further. The decision of this is-
sue will determine once for all whether Canada
is a nation, dominated and held together by a
national will and national sense of honor, or is a
helpless aggregation of sectional communities,
held together only by the time-serving consider-
ations of sectional interest,

“If anything in this troubled world can be
absolutely clear, it is clear today that we can
grapple with this situation in one way, and one
way only, by the formation of a union war Gov-
ernment, administered on non-party lines, who
will straightway appeal for a mandate to the
people of Canada. and can consistently be snp-
ported by every element in the population that
15 loyal to the canse.

“Germany is fighting desperately to wear out
the fortitude of her opponents. Tf she succeeds,
the peace will be inconclusive, It will be no
peace for us, but the heginning of an intolerable
strain of preparedness for war.

“We are not fighting for sentiment, for Eng-
land, for imperialism; we are fighting for the
rights of ourselves and our children to live as a
free community.

“Shall Canada be the first of all the allied na=

tions to slink from the field? Let us realize the
position now. - It will be no use to wake up
when it is too late.”

After firing this shot, Sir Clifford left for
Western. Cunada, where he delivered addresses
in rapid succession to the Canadian Clubs in
Winnipeg, Regina and Moose Jaw. One state-
ment he made in his Winnipeg speech is par-
ticularly opposite in view of the present attitude
of Mr. Mackenzie King:

“I do not think the people of Canada have
had any cause to find fault, until the day when
the conscription policy was announced in Parlia-
ment, with Sir Wilfrid Laurier's attitude toward
the war.  But now he says he is unable to en-
dorse the policy of conscription. This attitude
is taken because he believes that that is the atti-
tude of the people of the Province of Quebec.
In other words, Sir Wilfrid Laurier abrogates
his position of leadership. He does not lead the
people of the Province of Quebec; he submits
that they shall lead him—and lead him to the
rear instead of to the front.”

Obviously, if the defense of Canada is not
made secure by success in the Atlantic and in the
Pacific we are in danger of invasion. And it
our defense is bound up with our success in
Britain and in the Orient, it is our bounden
duty to send our troops there for our defense,
It would be madness to wait until the Huns are
in the St. Lawrence and the Japs are in Vancou-
veg.

In connection with the changes in the Govern-
ment at .Ottawa, it is anticipated that the
eighty-year-old Hon. Raoul Dandurand, leader in
the Senate, will shortly retire and that Hon. A.
K. Hugessen, a Montreal lawyer, will succeed
him, and his selection as government leader,
carrying with it admission to the ministerial
circle, might be regarded as a move to provide
more English-speaking representation in the
cabinet from Quebec province.

An important development is the startling an-
nouncement from the Wartime Prices and Trade
Board that a general license is being issued to all
dealers in all commodities and that in the mean-
time and until further notice sellers of food-
stuffs and articles of wearing apparel, including
footwear, who were licensed under the order o’
October 20 are no longer required to enter on
sales slips the buyer’s license number or to see
that‘ buyers are licensed. Two important ex-
ceptions to the board’s interim order are the
coal administrator and the hides and leather ad-
ministrator. The fuel and the leather business
will continue under the licensing system that has
been in operation since these controls were estab-
lished.

Qt}chcc Dairy Industry Society has adopted
certain amendments governing the society which
woul'd permit it to urge all dairy interests in the
province to group themselves under the society’s
plans, to educate members of the industry in the
province and to smooth ovut various difficulties
which formerly were out of its jurisdiction. “An
industry whose capital is more than $1,000,000,
000 and which embraces 140,000 farmers, 60 per
cent. of whose annual revenues come from milk
production,” said S. J. Chagnon, director of the
St. Hyacinthe, Que., Dairy School, “should have
a self-supporting professional association cap-
able of taking its own initiative. An industry
which produces $60,000,000 annually . . .shoulil
be able, under these conditions, to increase an-
nual production to $100,000,000.” Resolutions
adopted included the petitioning of the Federal
Ministry of Agrciulture to keep a strict watch
on the weight and quantity of butter boxes, the
petitioning of the Provincial and Federal Min-
istrie§ of Agriculture to continue the payment of
premiums on quality cheese production, and the
continuance of the sanitary control of dairy pro-
ducts to increase their guality.

NOTES BY THE WAY

A German aircraft was recently
shot down by German anti-aircratt
fire aimed at British bombers on
their way to the Rhineland, writes
a Dutch correspondent. In the
early morning hours a couple of
Dutch painters from a neighbor-
ing town were ordered to cover up
the German markings on the wreck-
ed airplane with those of the R.AF,
The painters did their work with
obvious reluctance, but thought of
a clever way to spoil the German
game, They left a prominently dis-
played notice: “Wet paint.” —
London Times,

Successful airmen must be ob-
tained from the youth of the na-
tion. “Only youth is capable of
withstanding the physical and
mental stresses inseparable from
the warlike activities of aviation”.
It is to the youth cf Canada,
therefore, that Canadians must
look for the creation of an over-
whelming air force. The Can-
dian air cadets are serving their
apprenticeship for the day when
they shall be ready to endure their
part in the war, Canadian airmen
will form the spearhead of the
striking force which is designed to
be victorious. Canadians make en-
terprising and resolute airmen., —
Alr Commodore Raymond Colli-
sham in “Air Cadet.”

War demands for textiles have
brought the handloom industry
more prominently to the public
notice. The recent textile con-
ference In Bombay, presided over
by Sir Hom{ Mody, devoted a con-
siderable part of its time to the
question of securing adequate sup-
lies of cotton yarn for the hand-
com trade. Deficient supplies,
which sent yarn prices soaring,
have created conditions of distress
in the industry and one of the
problems whichh the ccming Price
Control Conference in Delhi will
have to consider is how best to en-
sure adequate supplies of cotton
yarn at economic prices. To the
handloom weavers as to the mills
the war has brought benefits which
if properly capitalized may d» much
to safeguard the future of some of
India's cottage industries. It is
interesting in this connectlon to
note Mr. Gandhi’s attitude to the
action of certain local branches of
the All-India Spinners’ Association
in Sind which, have accepted and
are executing orders for the sup-
ply of blankets to troops. The
Congress leader confesses that “as
a matter of abstract principle it
will have to be conceded that the
action was a breach”, but he goes
on to say that he sees no objec-
tion to selling “innocuous articles
even to soldiers.” The implications
of this statement are obviously far-
reaching. To the ordinary man the
distinction which Mr. Gandhi
seeks to draw between business and
political co-operation with Gov-
erament in the war effort may
seem scmewhat strained. — Times
of India (Bombay),

Goebbels did not know that he
was doing Britain a good turn when
he broadcast the recent result of
Gelmany'.; principal horse race.
For the winner was a son of Coron-
ach, who won the Derby and the
St. Leger for Lord Woolavington
in 1926, has brought in £68,225 in
prizes, and has sired the winners of
170 races valued £68,104. The colt's
dam, Nogara, although bred in
France, comes from pure English
stock, and was the best two-year-
old in 1930, winning the Italian
1,000 guineas. Before going to
Germany, the victoricus three-
year-old colt carried off the prin-
cipal racing events in Italy. He is
owned by Signor Tesio, the Italian
breeder, w10 normally buys most of
his plood-stock from England.
Further British victories in Ger-
many and italy may be expected,
for Nogara, the colt's dam, has
since had another colt by Coronach,
and also one by Cameronian, the
famous English Derby and Two
Thousand Guineas winner which
was shipped to Argentina during
the summer. Camercnian has won
races to the value of £31,287, and
bhas sired the winners of seventy-
seven races, valued at £52,000. He
was the fourth Derby winner to be

A child of three and one-half
is learning to walk again on an
artificlal leg made for him b?r the
people who have been making a
new pair for the legless air ace,
Wing-Commander Bader. He is a
small boy named Ronnie Osmond,
who lost a leg only a year or two
after he first learned to walk, It
was found difficult at first to get
Ronnie to put his heart into learn-
ing to walk all over again. Then
scmeone in the works had the idea
of giving him a miniature walking-
stick made of duralumin. Ronnie
was fascinated with his little tub-
ular stick and at once wanted to
t,x‘i,l {t. Now his nurses notice that
when walking by himself he will
sometimes change the stick from
one hand to the other, sure proof
that he can walk without it. Tte
makers of the tiny leg are as
pleased as he is. They build and
fit 5,000 artificial legs a year, and
Bader, their most famous patient,
whose legs have been supplied and
repaired by them since 1934, visit-
ed their fitting room only a fort-
night before he had to bale out of
his machine over Occupled France.
His new pair of legs have now heen
handed over by the makers to the
British ministry of pensions who
have flown them to Lisbon for de-
livery through the International
Red Cross at Geneva. It will be re-
called that when Bader landed in
France he broke one of his arti-
ficlal legs and a spare one was
flown over the Channel by his
R.A.F. comrades. Since then he
has escaped for four days frcem the
prison hospital in which he is
held.
