WAYS WITH RAISINS

Barbara B. Brooks, Home

" So many recipes can be dressed
|up by the addition of raisins that
it seems unnecessary to memi_on
| the fact here, However, it has been
' our experience that homemakers
can always learn something from
each other and enjoy an exchange
of ideas, so we dare to tell some
of our ways of using this versatile
fruit. ;

First of all there is the old-
fashioned creamy rice pudding.
Raisins add both color and flavor
to a white dessert. 'But do not put
the raisins in until ‘the last 'half
hour of baking—otherwise the fruit
acid may cause the milk to curdle.
Next there is cornstarch pudding—
dignified on menus by the words
“‘Blanc Mange.” If this dessert is
sweetened with brown sugar in-
stead of white and raisins added,
it becomes a caramel fruit pudding
which makes a pleasant change
from the usual recipe.

Gingerbread: is made better by
the addition of raisins. Below we
are giving our favorite recipe for
Bran Gingerbread 'with raisins.

Raisins may be added to cab-
bage or combined with apples and
celery’ in a wsalad. They may be
put in the center of baked apples
with sugar and cinnamon and
sometimes nuts, ‘They may -be
ground with other dried fruits and
used for stuffing prunes or dates.
And speaking of stuffing—raising
are often used for dressing for
ducks.

In addition to these ways we
put .raisins in bran muffing, in
spice cake and in yeast bread.
{The: advantages are that raisins
add’variety to common foods and
from a nutrition standpoint they
furnish a wholesome sweetening to-
gether with minerals whieh are
needed:. by our. bodies.

“He spems to take his motoring
easier than the rest of us and I
don’t know but what he gets there
in just as good time and with less
annoyance, The brakes always
seem adequate because he ig never
going too fast for conditions. That
cluteh mever -bothers him because
he lets in the clutch gently any-
way.”

“There is a lot in his theory,”

That’s
when I'm putting the car at a dis-
advantage by my own actions,

cap sihonfcomingsg if you are patient
and go about the job of driving
‘with consfideration ' for the car's
natural handicaps. I've seen
times: when the steering gear seem.
ed to bind when I tried to get into
a parking space. Later on 'tihe
same day, with absolutely no ad-
justment of the gear, I could park
withdut’ the“slightest effort. Noth-
ing had been altered except my
own attitude toward the car.
“Haven't you noticed that where
there is no one in the car but
yourself ‘'you ¢an park in the most
difficult of ‘places? That's just
a matter'of psychology. If it ap-
plies to such matters it obtains in
all, the features of driving.”

Smith agreed. Just to prove
that he was honestly convinced of
the truth of the 'idea, he mention-
ed that whenever he steps on the
gas impatiently the engine seems
to labor and vibrate, whereas when
he allows it to work up gradually
to the speed he desires, it performs
perfectly.

In the first case, your mind is
ahead of the engine, and naturally

*ithe latter seems to be dragging.

In the second, your mind is be-
hind the éngine, making ithe lat-
ter seem to be carrying you to new
heights of speed and smoothness
of operation,” I told him.
