Simonds Returns
To Canadian
Military Scene

OTTAWA, Jan, 12 —(CP)
The brilliant and somewhat con-
troversial figure of Lt.-Gen. Guy
Simonds will return to the Can-
adian military” scene in August.
The 45-ycar-old, English-born
soldier will take over command at
Kingston, Ont,, of bcth the Ay
Staff College and the National De-
fence College after two ycars as
chief anmy instructor at Britain's
Imperial Defcnce College at Cam-
zerley.
This will mark a new phase in
the post-var career of a man
whose war record — he bossed a
division at 29, an army at 41
made him a leading contender for
the job of chief of staff, and thus
the subject of considerable Ot-

tawa gossip and speculation.
There was some surprise here
when he did not get the coun-

try's top army post and at one
time there were reports that he
was transferring to the British
Army to find a wider scope for
his talents.

The Kingston appointment in-
dicates  either that  Lt-Gen.
Charles Foulkes, 46, is going to be
chief longer than four yeas —he
was named in August, 1945 or

that Gen. Simonds is not the man
{o succeed himl even now.

Also born in England, Gen.
Foulkes saw the army through the
tough demobilization period —and
planned its  post-war structure.
The Cabinet has never indicated
