With even these hardships im-
posed upon them it was very dif-
fleult to work up a spirit of revolt
against the Mother Land, and the
situation could have been saved
had there not been in the Colon-

ial Office of Great Britain a group
of inferior men entirely ignorant

of the issues at stake.

The speaker recommended for
the purpose of inereasing the un-
derstanding between the peoples of
Canada and the United States the
exchange of school teachers along
the lines of the exchange with
Great Britain, a greater inter-
change of professors in the uni-
versities and of the ministers of

the various churches.

It would be an excellent move
also, he suggested, to have an ex-
change of history text books as-a

corrective to biased viewpoints

In coneluding his address, Dr.
Bonnell referred to the relations
beiween the United States and
Great Britain, and declared it was
doubtful if they were ever as cor-
dial since the American revolu-
tion as they are today. At the
time of the death of King George
V., the hearts of all British peo-
ples in the United States were
‘touched by the widespread display
of American and Britlsh flags at
half-mast in all the cities of the

nation.

In their foreign policies the two
nations are now consulting each
other, and just so long as the two
great democratic Anglo-Saxon na-
tions of the world stand together,

we need not despair of human
freedom.

He concluded with a quotation |
