Regulations

OTTAWA, June 8 —(CP)— The
Agricultural Supplies Board has
crafted regulations under which
the new bonus on clean wool will
be paid in provinces which have
‘entered agreements with the Dom-
inion for sbharing of the bonus cost.

The regulations were published
today in Canadian war orders and
regulations, They are:—

1, bonus will be paid on all
standard: graces of Canadian un-
wi wool, with the ex-
ception of reject and defective
grades, where the wool has been
prepared by the grower in accord-
ance with the following regulations:
(A) ‘The wool must be dry and in
good condition—not damp, wet or

musty;

(B) The wool must be free of seeds
chaff, straw, burrs, manure tags,
and other foreign matter;

(C) The hairy and black or grey
leg and face clippings must be
kept separate and must not be roll-
ed with the fleece;

(D) Bach fleece must be folded
and tled separately, preferably roll-
ed from breech to neck with the
flesh side out;

(E) Fleeces must be kept intact
and tied with the standard paper
fleece twine.

Let all those who think rationing
in Canada a hardship think of the
conditions facing the poorest and
bravest of our allies, the noble
Greeks, We know that Greece i
one of the finest and most ancient
Christian nations of Europe. In
terms of Christianity, what must
be our answer? Let us listen to
the worcs of the Divine Master whq
said: “Suffer the little children ta
come unto Me” and “In as much
as ye have done it unto the least, of
these, ye have done it unto Me.”

In this Island where food aboundy
we cannot jmagine children cying
slowly of starvation. Let us, in
God's name, give what we can t4
save this noble Greek race from
virtual extermination.
