Over the chalk formation is an
alluvial deposit 400 feet thick in
which there are traces of tropical
vegetation. The Romans found the
fisher people of the city flerce and
warltke, and therefore settled in the
midst of them. They bullt the first
London Bridge. The Romans with-
drew in 410 and the Saxons con-
quered the country, and eventually
occupled the city. The City stood
out heroically against the Danes
who could not go beyond London
Bridge with their boats, until they
had dug a canal around it. Event-
ually London came to be ruled by
the Danes, and was later a -centre
of interest during the Norman con-
quest.
