The increasin threat to the
Australian mainland was obvious.
Cape York in northeastern Aus-
tralia is less than 500 miles from
Milne Bay where the Japanese
undoubtedly intend to try to es-
tablish another air-sea base.

Port Mresby, the strongest
allied New Guined base, is 230
miles northwest of Milne Bay. For
some weeks now allled observers
have expressed belief that the Jap-
anese intended to try to edge
their way around the southeastern
tip of New Guinea in order to
attack Port Moresby.

Japanese ground forces driving
inland from the Buna base, estab-
lished some weeks ago, are stop-
ped at Kokoda, only 60 miles from
Port Moresby. But the towering
Owen Stanley range hampers any
overland assault against the al-
lied base. Hence the Japanese
coastal movement southeast along
the New Guinea coast to Milne

Bay.

Should the Japanese be able to
establish a strong base at this new
landing site their bombers would
be within an increasingly-danger=-
ous striking distance of Australia
mainland cities across the Coral
