5. It had been agreed Offices of
the Unemployment Insurance Ccm-
mission would become Seleciive
Service Offices, being expanded
with all possible speed, but seven
monihs had passed and “Selective
Service is still in the ridiculous po-
sition of lacking undisputed con-
irol over its only possible field
machinery.”
6. In transfer of the military
call-up to seective service there
was to be imynediate co-operation
with the war services department
to faciiitate the move, but this co-
operation was not fully forthcoming
and efforts to prepare selective
service to take over the call-up by
“seriously ~ ob-

structed.”

7. There had been “most extra-
ordinary deays and obstacles in
the mechanics of selective service
operations, particularly in securing
approval of staff appointments and
adequate accommodation for our
organizat'on.”

8. Select #~ service had been “un-
accountably hindered and blocked”
in efforts to make sure of the
pledged co-operation and support
of labor and of industrial manage-
ment,

Mr, Little ended his letter with
hese two paragraphs
“You will recall that I did not
scek the position; but I regarded
your request to accept It as a
challenge to me to make the hest
contribution I cou'd to the national
offort. Consistent with this one
desire I have, with the supbport of
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my organization, made an honest
erfm'!;:g but, unfortunately, that
effo:t has been increasingly frust-
rated.”
