Montague To
Get Modern Fire
Fighting Equipment

Following the recent fire loss of
the Masonic Temple on Friday
last, a group of citizens met with
the Town Council for the punpose
of devising a more efficent mode
of operation for the
equipment. It was proposed by the
group that a fire department of
seven or eight members be formed
who would be on call at all times.

It was also further proposed that
a -buzzer system  be installed in
the home of each member, such a
system to be ted from a
central switch at the Town Hall.
‘The appointment c¢f Mr. Murray
Johnston as fire chief is expeoted
to be made in the near future. Mr.
Johnston has had considenable ex-
perience on the fire department of
the city of St. John, and with the
support of this proposed permanent
group, an efficient department
should be fonthcoming

The decisions to be made were
placed in the hands of the fire
committee of the Town Council:
Messrs. Doug Coffin, B. H. Yeo,
and R. W. Beck. Also under con-
sideration is the purchase of a new
additiona] pumper which would be
a vital addition to the equipment.
It is possible, however, that the
purchase of a whole new unit
might prove to be the most advis-
able in the long run since the pres-
ent fire truck is not overly com-
mendable for efficlency. Of course,
the iImmediate argumentation of
lack of mecessary funds is instantly
recognized, and since it might be
inadvisable at this particular time
to raise the taxes again, the
argumentation is well founded.
Nevertheless, it might be possible to
lay aside each year a definite
-amount towards the eventual pur-
chase of such more efficient equip-
ment. At all events, it is com-
mendable that  scmething  is at
least being done to eradicate the
sorry situation whioh has been
present for the past number of
years, and it is felt that any move
in the desired’ direotion will have
the full support of the general
public, since it is their safety which
is In question.
