POTATO SHIPPING OIFFICULT.
IES.—Serious difficulty has been ex
perienced this season in securing suf
ficient protecteq carg for potato trans.
portation. Several reasons are assign-
ed among them the fact that a great
many cars are detained in the United
States; another and the principal one,
that the extaordinarily large crop of
apples in Nova Scotia is making a
heavy demand on rolling stock., A
large proportion of these apples are
not marketable in Europe and are
therefore thrown on the Cawnadian
market, necessitating the employment
of more protected cars than usual.
The situation in this province has
latterly become so serious that Mr,
W. P. Fox, of the Dominion Pruit
Department who is here as transport-
ation agent, ‘took up matters with
Ottawa emphasizing the absolute ne
cessity of making better provislons
than has so far been made to prevent
serious loss to farmers and merchants
Mr. FFox made matterg very plain and
as a result received the following tele-
gram Saturday evening from the Tran-
sportation Agent at Ottawa: “Number
of Eastman heaters and refrigerators
supplied for today and more in sight.,
Efforts will be made to continue sup-
ply next week.”
